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About the Book

This book consists of 3 Courses. Each course has 2 blocks and each block has 4 units. Introduction to
each block and unit is given in the beginning.

Each unit follows grammar notes which are explained in much detail along with sentence patterns and
examples. Conversations based lessons follow after that. Each unit has two conversations, which are
also translated into English. The Japanese pronunciation has been presented in roman letters called
Romanization, which will help the learner. A list of appropriate vocabulary is given at the end of each
unit. We have also provided related vocabulary so that one can practice the pattern with more
vocabulary. We have also given Romanization of all examples, sentence patterns, and vocabulary
only up to Course 2 block 1 as then after the learner is expected to read the scripts. In each unit we
have taken care to help you revise the patterns by adding “Check your Progress”.

The CD contains audio recording of all units except the grammar notes given in the text. However,
the audio of examples and sentence patterns are given in the CD and marked J'in your book. Please
play the correct track which is marked as per the text.

An exercise book is being provided separately and answers are given at the end of the exercise book.

The course material is presented in two parts — the main text and an exercise book. Main book and
exercise book is prepared in a self explanatory mode so that the learners can learn the language on
their own. However, the learner must make full and best use of the contact hours with their teachers.

Now a brief note on Romanization of Japanese is necessary for reading the Romanized text:
1. In Japanese language there is no capital or small letters as in English. Since the Romanized

texts pertain to the Japanese language we have not used capital letters for person’s name,
place names, or in the beginning of the sentence.

2. In Romanization long sounds are presented in double letters such as ‘aa’, ‘ii’, ‘uu’, ‘ee’, ‘00’ .

3. Particle ‘wa’ though written as ‘ha’ in Japanese, its Romanization is ‘wa’ and is pronounced
SO.

4. Particle % iskept as ‘0.

5. Please remember that if a Japanese word ends with ‘ei’, it will be pronounced as ‘ee’. For

example:
sensei — sensee
kirei— kiree

gakusei— gakusee

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Some Aspects of Japanese Language and Culture

First of all we welcome you to the Certificate Course in Japanese Language. This programme will
enable you to speak, read and write basic and simple Japanese. This will help you open the entire
world of Japanese culture, society, science and technology- the robots, the Japanese electronic goods
and their cars, which have swept the entire world for their design, durability and efficiency. Not to
forget the Japanese cartoon characters on our TV network such as the Doraemon and the Japanese
manga (comics).

It may sound a little strange when we are told that Japanese writing system is a combination of three
scripts - Hiragana, Katakana and Kanji — almost equivalent to learning three languages! Looks
difficult at the outset but we will soon discover that Japanese is not very difficult either. There is no
language that is difficult to a five-year-old and there is no language that is very easy to a sixty-year old
person to master.

In fact, Japanese language initially did not have its own script or writing system. So they borrowed
the Chinese writing characters called Kanji. But the two languages — Japanese and Chinese differed
from one another so the Japanese gradually began to simplify the Kanji to suit the needs of their
language. These standardized and simplified Kanji, after many years of evolution, finally became
today’s Hiragana and Katakana. Yes. Hiragana and Katakana are actually deformed Kanji.
Hiragana comprises the basic component of the Japanese language. One can only use Hiragana to
write Japanese and not use Kanji at all. But the Japanese retained Kanji as it could convey complex
and precise meanings and thoughts in short. Kanji characters are difficult to learn and write but it can
be a great fun learning it. Katakana is derived from radicals or components of Kanji used to write
non-Japanese loanwords.

But this is not all. These days Japanese use Roman characters too, called Romaji. Romaji is for
transcribing people's names, places' names and writing words such as 'DVD', 'Email’.

Learning to speak Japanese is easy for an Indian as all Japanese sounds are available in Indian
languages. Moreover, India being a multilingual society we are considered good at learning foreign
languages, much unlike the Japanese who show little inclination at learning English, although they do
business all over the world.

There are five vowels in Japanese; a, i, u, e, o and can be pronounced as 3T, § 3, T 37 like in
Hindi. Some sounds like €, ¢S, ¢, 4, Y, UL, o, Y, W, B, Y, &, 7, I are not there in Japanese. Therefore,
Tokyo is not pronounced as Sl but as dledl. You have to pronounce each syllable clearly with
equal emphasis. For example: ite kudasai— 's:?f P Qg itte kudasai—ﬁ?f P al¥s.

We will learn about greetings and other common expressions from the book but before we learn these
expressions, we must know how Japanese greet to each other.

First of all, we should know that the Japanese don’t embrace or hand shake as they generally avoid
physical contact, when they greet each other they bow. There are three types of bow; deep bow, a
light bow and a very little bow. When they are formally meeting or meeting with one’s senior, deep

bow is used. Meeting with friends and acquaintances a light bow is used. A very light bow is done
with one’s juniors and with subordinates.

When a Japanese person is meeting someone for the first time irrespective of age or position in the
respective office or company they exchange their visiting cards, or hand over their cards to the person
they are meeting. While they do so they bow depending on age and position of the other side.

Japanese people while visiting somebody’s house or office make sure that they carry along some gifts.

You will learn many more cultural nuances while you learn the lessons.

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1.1. INTRODUCTION

We welcome you to the first Unit of the ‘Certificate Course in Japanese Language’. In this
language program familiarization with the script(s) is the first step.

You may be wondering that why am I using ‘scripts’ and not ‘script’. Unlike Hindi and English,
Japanese has three scripts, which are used to write the language. They are Hiragana, Katakana and
Kanji.

In this Unit we will concentrate on Hiragana and Katakana.

1.3 JAPANESE SCRIPTS

Before learning Japanese scripts let us familiarize ourselves with Japanese culture. You all might
have heard the famous song sayonara from the movie, ‘Love in Tokyo .

Sushi is an important part of Japanese cuisine. It is quite easily available in India’s big cities, too.
There are vegetarian Sushi also, served in Indian restaurants. Do have it if you get a chance.

Now let us come to our subject of script. Just like Hindi and most other Indian languages, the
Japanese script Hiragana and Katakana are phonetic in nature i.e. if you learn the syllabary you will
be able to read correctly and also write correctly in that syllabary. This is not the case in English,
where the vowel ‘v’ in the word ‘put’ and ‘but’ are pronounced differently. Other such examples are
‘see’ and ‘she’, ‘pit” and ‘kite’.

As we have mentioned earlier, the Japanese writing system has three components: two phonetic
scripts (Hiragana and Katakana) and one pictorial script. Most Japanese sentences are written using
all the three scripts. As you know, the phonetic script has a correlation between the sound and the
written script. Besides, the two phonetic scripts (Hirgana and Katakana) Kanji the pictorial script
isalso derived from the Chinese script which is purely a pictorial script.
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It is interesting to know that Japanese language initially had no writing system and existed only as a
spoken language. It was around the Sth century A.D. when the written script was introduced from
China.

Now let’s learn more about these three scripts.
1.3.1. Hiragana
The Hiragana syllabary developed primarily during the ninth century. The symbols used today are
the result of simplifications of Chinese characters. Hiragana tends to be cursive forms of whole
characters. The modern Hiragana syllabary consists of 46 base characters: 5 singular vowels, 40

consonant-vowel unions, 1 singular consonant. These are conceived as a 5x10 grid (gojion, ‘Fifty
Sounds’), as illustrated in the following table (List of Hiragana).

These basic characters can be modified in various ways. By simply adding a marker (= ) known as
dakuten, or (° ) known as handakuten. A voiceless consonant is turned into a voiced consonant by
adding marker ( ). For example, 7> (ka) becomes 7% (ga), J(su) becomes ¥ (zu), |%(ha)
becomesiZ (ba) and so on. Hiragana beginning with an ‘h’ changes to ‘p’ by adding marker ( * ) .
For example, |& (ha) becomes | (pa), U (hi) becomes UX (pi) and so on. Let’s see the complete list.

A small version of ya (X°), yu () or yo (&) may be added to Hiragana ending with ‘i’. This changes
the ‘i’ vowel sound to a palatal sound. For example, & (ki) plus % (small ya) becomes & %

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2.1. INTRODUCTION

In
addition to the usual greetings of the day corresponding to Good Morning, Good Afternoon, Good
Evening and Good Night, in Japanese there are a large number of set phrases meant to be used on
various occasions. These expressions are used routinely by the Japanese even today, irrespective of
age, gender, social status etc. Here we will acquaint you with some of them.

Relevant particles such as ‘mo’, ‘no’ and ‘ka’will also be explained
here. As you are aware, in all languages formation of a sentence is very important. Mastering this skill
would help you to speak out your mind and ride the first step of having a smooth conversation with a
Japanese speaker.

3.3 GRAMMAR NOTES AND SENTENCE PATTERNS/BUNKEE J
In Japanese language the sequence/ arrangement of a sentence is in the form of:
Subject object  verb (SOV pattern)

In other words, Japanese follows SOV pattern. It is very similar to Hindi and to other Indian
languages. For example: watshiwa  gakkoo’e ikimasu.

3.3.1 Affirmative sentences and use of particles ‘wa’& ‘e’

In Japanese language particles (joshi) show the relationship of a word, a clause or a phrase with the
rest of the sentence. They are always post positioned. They follow the word or group of words they
mark. Sometimes they may have similar functions as in English prepositions. Most of the particles
used in Japanese are multi-functional.

For a Hindi speaking learner or for an Indian student Japanese is not difficult to learn. There are many
similarities between Hindi and Japanese sentence structure.

However, there are differences also, as in above sentence:

watashiwa gakkoo’e ikimasu (Ef A Sl /STt EQU ), You see that verb ‘ikimasu’ is not affected
by gender. Whether the person is a girl or a boy, male or female, verb in Japanese does not get
changed. Verb in Japanese does not get changed because of numbers, whether the subject is singular
or plural.
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For example: D

watashiwa gakkoo ‘e’ ikimasu I go to school/ T will go to school

minna gakkoo ‘e’ ikimasu All go to school/ All will go to school

ramusanwa gakkoo ‘e’ ikimasu Mr. Ram goes to school/Mr. Ram will go to school
gitasanwa gakkoo ‘e’ ikimasu Ms. Gita goes to school/ Ms. Gita will go to school

Hence verb ‘ikimasu’ does not change.
In the sentences above particle ‘wa’ and particle ‘e’ is used.

Particle ‘wa’ is used to mark the subject of the sentence. Here, we must learn that no sentence is
complete without using particles at proper places. Without the particles, the sentence may not mean
anything. Particles are indispensable; they make the back bone of the sentence.

In Japanese you will not find a question mark (?) like Hindi or English. A particle is used for this
purpose. Particle ‘ka’ (7*) , coming at the end of a sentence makes the sentence interrogative.
Particle ‘mo’ is used to express the meaning of ‘also’or ‘too’. Compare the following:

Particle ‘wa’ denotes the topic of the sentence and is commonly used to mark the subject / topic.
Particle ‘ka’, coming at the end of the sentence, works as interrogative or a question mark.
Particle ‘mo’ is used to show the similarity and gives the meaning of ‘also’.

Forexample: P #78721% 28< VY TF D>, anatawa gakusee desu ka. Are you a student?

Forexample: D D7z LIE 2B<EW TF, H72mb BN T,
watashiwa gakusee desu. anatamo gakusee desu ka.

I am a student. Are you also a student ?

Although ‘desu’ has no specific meaning in Japanese, but it is used in the sense of: am, is, are, as per
the requirement in a sentence. It is very important to make a negative sentence. The negative of
‘desu’ is ‘dewa arimasen’, which mean, is not, am not, are not. Normally, particle ‘wa’ is used in a
negative sentence.

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4.1. INTRODUCTION

In the previous Unit you have learnt about basic Japanese sentence formation. Now you will learn
to introduce yourself in Japanese.

In this Unit you will learn about giving self introduction. You will get to know that what kind of
greetings you should use when you are asked to give your introduction at fresher party of your school,
college, university or on such occasions.

With this you will be able to break the ice with a stranger in Japanese language.
4.2 OBJECTIVES
After going through this Unit, you will be able to:

4.3 NOTES ON SELF INTRODUCTION

It is said that first impression is the last impression. Self introduction is something that makes your
first impression on a person whom you meet for the first time. Moreover, when you join a university,
college or a new job, the very first thing that you are expected to do in Japan is to introduce yourself
to your classmates, teachers or co-workers. Japanese language has specific greetings for such
occasions.

4.3.1 hajimemashite ~ doozo yoroshiku

When you meet some one for the first time and you start a conversation. You say hajimemashite
that literary mean, “I am meeting with you for the first time”. However, normally it is not translated as
it is, in English, because it may sound illogical to non Japanse speakers. Hence, generally an
equivalent greeting is used rather than giving a direct translation.

Next greeting that is used as closing remarks of your introduction is doozo yoroshiku or doozo
yoroshiku onegai shimasu. The latter one is taken as politer greeting. The term doozo is used when
you request something. If someone asks your permission to do something then to answer positively
and politely you should say doozo, which in this context, could mean ‘yes please’, e.g. Q: May I come
in? (haitte mo ii desu ka.), answer of this would be ‘Yes please’ (doozo).

Using doozo with yoroshiku makes the request politer, its usage/ meaning changes with the context
and situation. The phrase could be used for different situations or requirements. Here it is used with
hajimemashite as a part of self introduction. As I have informed you, this phrase is taken as an ending
of your self introduction. The translation which is not a direct one, always given as, ‘pleased to meet
you’ or ‘nice to meet you’ and such.

4.3.2 hajimemashite ~ .....~ doozo yoroshiku onegai shimasu

Your self introduction could be a bit longer. As you will see in 4.4.1 conversation you should start
with hajimemashite and then you may talk about your country, your hobby, your interest, your study
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and so on. But the introduction must end with doozo yoroshiku or doozo yoroshiku onegai shimasu.
Here we will practice with the later one. doozo yoroshiku onegai shimasu has almost similar meaning
to doozo yoroshiku but it is much politer than that. The literal translation of onegai shimasu is ‘I am
requesting you’. However, its meaning depends upon the context. Sometimes the complete phrase
doozo yoroshiku onegai shimasu is used for ending an email as a replacement for ‘best regards’ or
such similar expressions. The phrase could also mean ‘Thank you in advance’ etc. depending upon
context. But here it is used as a part of greetings for self introduction and should be used as an ending.
You can see this in conversation 2 (4.4.2).

You have already learnt how to say time in Japanese language in the previous Unit. In this Unit, let us
study how to describe things around us using adjectives.

We already know that words that modify nouns are called Adjectives. This Unit will talk about two
kinds of adjectives in Japanese Language namely; ‘i’ adjectives (adjectives ending in syllable ‘i’) and
‘na’ adjectives (adjectives not ending in ‘i’ syllable). Next, we will learn how an object or a person
can be described using two adjectives in a single sentence in case of both ‘i’ adjectives and ‘na’
adjectives. In case the two adjectives are in contrast with each other, then we will learn use of ‘ga’
particle which means ‘but’. Further, this Unit also discusses how to use ‘i’ and ‘na’ adjectives in
negative form.

Let us now enter into the vibrant world of adjectives and learn how to make our nouns more
descriptive in Japanese.

Language also, the noun is preceded by adjective.

You will be surprised to know that unlike other languages, adjectives in Japanese Language are of two
kinds: the i type of adjectives and na type of adjectives. The i adjectives are those that end in 7 syllable.

For example, ookii (}315 = , hiroi (OA ) , takai (7= 75> etc.

In contrast, na adjectives are those that do not end in i syllable.

For example, shinsetsu (L AD) | kantan (D AT2A) |, shizuka (LT 7) etc.

However, there are few adjectives, which end in i syllable yet belongs to na type adjective category. &

2.3.1 Past form of adjectives

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3.1 INTRODUCTION

In the previous Unit, you have studied how to construct simple Japanese sentences using past
form of adjectives and negative past form of adjectives. In this Unit, we shall study the most
important component of a sentence, that is, a verb.

We already know that a Verb is a word used to indicate an action, state or occurrence that forms
the main part of the predicate of a sentence. However, in this Unit we will primarily be talking
about verbs that indicate an action. In Japanese language, verbs can be divided into three groups
namely, Group 1, Group 2 and Group 3. In this Unit, we will understand how to categorise a
given verb into its respective group and also introduce some new situational specific particles to
you like particles ‘0, ‘e’, ‘ni’, ‘to’ and ‘de’.

In every language, a verb completes a sentence. This Unit will therefore, form the base of your
Japanese Language so that you are able to make more meaningful sentences. So let us get started!

3.2 OBJECTIVES

3.3 GRAMMAR NOTES AND SENTENCE PATTERN / BUNKEE )

You should know, a verb is the most important part of a sentence in Japanese language. The
subject in many Japanese sentences can be understood from the context itself and therefore, can
be omitted. So, it is common to have a sentence primarily consisting of object and verb only.
Another characteristic of Japanese Language is that the verbs neither indicate gender nor any
number (singular or plural), as explained in the earlier units.

3.3.1 Introduction to verbs

Before understanding verbs in Japanese Language, it is important to understand the structure of a
Japanese sentence involving verbs. (Refer to Block 1)

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In the table given above, S is the Subject of the sentence, O is the direct object and V is the Verb of
the sentence. As seen in the table, it is clear that, the sentence structure of Japanese is similar to Hindi
Language both being SOV Language. This means that the sentence in both Japanese and Hindi are in
the order of Subject Object Verb. However, in case of English Language, it is different. English is a
typical SVO Language, where the word order is Subject Verb Object.

3.3.2 Verbs of group 1, group 2 and group 3

Verbs in Japanese Language are divided into three groups, namely, Group 1, Group 2 and Group 3.
There are many forms of verbs, but we will start with the basic plain form of verbs, hereafter known
as the dictionary form of verbs. The dictionary form of the verb can be changed to ~masu form of
verb, which is a polite form of verb. A typical polite Japanese sentence mostly ends in the ~masu form
of the verb.

In order to differentiate a Groupl verb from Group 2 verb, we have to remember that all Group 2
verbs always end in ‘iru’ or ‘eru’. For example, verbs such as taberu, neru, miru, okiru, dekakeru and
so on, all end in ‘iru’ or ‘eru’ and are therefore, Group 2 verbs. There are, however, few exceptions
to this rule. Group 1 verbs are verbs that never end in ‘iru’ or ‘eru’. There are, however, some
exceptions that end in ‘iru’ and ‘eru’ yet belong to Group 1 verbs. These are ‘hashiru’, ‘hairu’ and
‘kaeru’. A Group 1 verb can have 9 possible endings, ‘v’, ‘ku’, ‘gu’, ‘su’, ‘tsu’, ‘nu’, ‘bu’, ‘mu’ and
‘ru’. Group 3 verbs, also known as irregular verbs, consist of only two verbs, suru and kuru.

The ~ masu form of the sentence is used to express the present or the future tense of a verb in a
sentence. As studied earlier, a polite Japanese sentence always ends in the ~masu form of the verb.
Therefore, in order to construct a Japanese sentence, dictionary form must be changed to it’s ~masu

form. Let us see how to do that.

3.3.6 Particle ‘ni’: Time

We already know that the particle ‘ni’ indicates position or place of an object or person. In this unit,
we will study ‘ni’ particle that refers to specific point of time. To indicate the occurrence of an action
at a particular time, the particle ‘ni’ is used.

2.9 IMAGES AND NOTES ON JAPANESE CULTURE

Japan’s culture is a rich amalgam of traditional and modern components. Let us get introduced to two
traditional art forms of Japan- lkebana (Art of flower arrangement) and Sado also called Chado (Tea
Ceremony). The two are known as the classical art of refinement, along with K6do, which is the art of
incense appreciation.

2.9.1 Ikebana

Also known as Kado, Ikebana is one of the traditional arts of flower arrangements in Japan. The art is
known to have reached its peak in the 16" century. At present there are many schools of Ikebana
amounting to over 1000 such schools. The word Ikebana consists of two characters of Tke and Hana.
Ikeru in Japanese means “giving life” and hana means flowers. Beautiful assortments of flowers are
made using the art and the art is very alive and has numerous followers even at present.

Sado is the art of Tea ceremony. Sadé has a strong influence of Zen Buddhism. The ingredients used
to prepare tea are powdered tea. Tea ceremony is a very formal occasion when the Japanese host takes
lot of care in every aspect of the art. Balance of inner and outer worlds ,often summed up using the
words- wabi-sabi, Sado is characteristic of the art. Sen no Rikkyu is one of the key proponents of the
art.

There are not many new grammar patterns introduced in this Unit, so relatively an easy Unit to sit
back and enjoy the meal!

2.3.1 The particle /X

~ X has come earlier in the course as the topic particle to initiate any sentence ,so it is not a new
particle really. However, Japanese people many a time don’t complete the sentence and leave it
midway in high pitch indicating it is a question.

So, in this conversation, D H DI simply means which drink will you have? The prefix 3 is
added for politeness.

Example- ¥72% %1%, Whatis your name?

In Hindi, too we see similar pattern in “Aapka shubhnaam?” skipping the ‘kya hai’ at the end. It is
understood even without the interrogative word in the dialogue.

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About the Book

The book ‘Certificate Course in Japanese Language’ consists of 3 Courses. Each course has 2 blocks and
each block has 4 units. Introduction to each block and unit is given in the beginning.

Each unit follows grammar notes which are explained in much detail along with sentence patterns and
examples. Conversations based lessons follow after that. Each unit has two conversations, which are also
translated into English. The Japanese pronunciation has been presented in roman letters called
Romanization, which will help the learner. A list of appropriate vocabulary is given at the end of each
unit. We have also provided related vocabulary so that one can practice the pattern with more vocabulary.
We have also given romanization of all examples, sentence patterns, and vocabulary only up to Course 2
block 1 as thenafter the learner is expected to read the scripts. In each unit we have taken care to help you
revise the patterns by adding “Check your Progress”.

The CD contains audio recording of all units except the grammar notes given in the text. However, the
audio of examples and sentence patterns are given in the CD and marked Jin your book. Please play the
correct track which is marked as per the text.
An exercise book is being provided separately and answers are given at the end of the exercise book.
The course material is presented in two parts — the main text and an exercise book. Main book and
exercise book is prepared in a self explanatory mode so that the learners can learn the language on their
own. However, the learner must make full and best use of the contact hours with their teachers.
Now a brief note on Romanization of Japanese is necessary for reading the Romanized text:

1. In Japanese language there is no capital or small letters as in English. Since the Romanized texts

pertain to the Japanese language we have not used capital letters for person’s name, place names,
or in the beginning of the sentence.

2. In Romanization long sounds are presented in double letters such as ‘aa’, ‘ii’, ‘uu’, ‘ee’, ‘00’ .
3. Particle ‘wa’ though written as ‘ha’ in Japanese, its Romanization is ‘wa’ and is pronounced so.

4. Particle % iskeptas ‘0’

5. Please remember that if a Japanese word ends with ‘ei’, it will be pronounced as ‘ee’. For

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Some Aspects of Japanese Language and Culture

First of all we welcome you to the Certificate Course in Japanese Language. This course will enable you
to speak, read and write basic and simple Japanese. This will help you open the entire world of Japanese
culture, society, science and technology- the robots, the Japanese electronic goods and their cars, which
have swept the entire world for their design, durability and efficiency. Not to forget the Japanese cartoon
characters on our TV network such as the Doraemon and the Japanese manga (comics).

It may sound a little strange when we are told that Japanese writing system is a combination of three
scripts - Hiragana, Katakana and Kanji — almost equivalent to learning three languages! Looks difficult
at the outset but we will soon discover that Japanese is not very difficult either. There is no language that
is difficult to a five year old and there is no language that is very easy to a sixty-year old person to master.

In fact, Japanese language initially did not have its own script or writing system. So they borrowed the
Chinese writing characters called Kanji. But the two languages — Japanese and Chinese differed from one
another so the Japanese gradually began to simplify the Kanji to suit the needs of their language. These
standardized and simplified Kanji, after many years of evolution, finally became today’s Hiragana and
Katakana. Yes. Hiragana and Katakana are actually deformed Kanji. Hiragana comprises the basic
component of the Japanese language. One can only use Hiragana to write Japanese and not use Kanji at
all. But the Japanese retained Kawji as it could convey complex and precise meanings and thoughts in
short. Kanji characters are difficult to learn and write but it can be a great fun learning it. Katakana is
derived from radicals or components of Kanji used to write non-Japanese loanwords.

But this is not all. These days Japanese use Roman characters too, called Romaji. Romaji is for
transcribing people's names, places' names and writing words such as 'DVD', 'Email’.

Learning to speak Japanese is easy for an Indian as all Japanese sounds are available in Indian languages.
Moreover, India being a multilingual society we are considered good at learning foreign languages, much
unlike the Japanese who show little inclination at learning English, although they do business all over the
world.

There are five vowels in Japanese; a, i, u, €, o and can be pronounced as 3, 'sc, [ 3 like in Hindi.
Some sounds like€ & § @, 4 ¥ U o ¥ & & Y & I I are not there in Japanese. Therefore,
Tokyo is not pronounced as TSI but as AFE. You have to pronounce each syllable clearly with equal
emphasis. For example: ite kudasai— 3d P Qg itte kudasai—3d EEANIES

We will learn about greetings and other common expressions from the book but before we learn these
expressions, we must know how Japanese greet to each others.

First of all we should know that the Japanese don’t embrace or hand shake as they generally avoid
physical contact. When they greet each other they bow. There are three types of bow; deep bow, a light
bow and a very little bow. When they are formally meeting or meeting with one’s senior, deep bow is
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used. Meeting with friends and acquaintances a light bow is used. A very light bow is done with ones
juniors and with subordinates.

When a Japanese person is meeting someone for the first time irrespective of age or position in the
respective office or company they exchange their visiting cards, or hand over their cards to the person
they are meeting. While they do so they bow depending on age and position of the other side.

Japanese people while visiting somebody’s house or office make sure that they carry along some gifts.

You will learn many more cultural nuances while you learn the lessons.
