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Swami Vivekananda’s Various Dimension as a Motivator

Abstract

Swami Vivekananda (1863-1902), the great Hindu Monk, Educationist, a great Thinker and
Reformer of India, embraces education as a worshipwhich signifies him ‘man making’, ‘character
building’ as the very mission for his life. His lectures, writings and practices in his
organization(Ramakrishna Mission) emphasized the development of strength, power, courage,
personality and vitality. His dynamic personality and appeal to the Bengali youths to be educated -
physically, mentally and morally. Vivekananda being a religious preacher and ‘Patriot Saint’
indicated that one may be nearer to heaven by playing football than through the religious books like
the Gita. Here we shall observe his life and focus should be made on the basic theme of his views
thoughts and philosophy of  ‘man - making’ education. Swami Vivekananda (named as
NarendranathDutta) was born on Monday, the 12"January, 1863 at 6.49 AM, in the famous Dutta
family of Shimla at 3, Gour Mohan Mookherjee street, in the northern part of, Calcutta that known
as Kolkata now. Vivekananda in his scheme of education meticulously includes all those studies,
which are necessary for all-around development of the body, mind and soul of the individual. These
studies can be brought under the broad heads of physical culture, aesthetic classics, language,
religion, science and technology. To quote him: ‘Education is not the amount of information that
is put into your brain and runs riot there undigested, all yours life’. Education for him means
that process by which character is formed strength of mind is increased and intellect is sharpened
as a result of which one can stand on one’s own feet.

Swamiji attempts to establish, through his words and deeds, that the “end of all education
is man making”. He prepares the scheme of his man-making. He prepares the scheme of his
education in the light of his over-all philosophy of practical Vedanta (Applied Science). According
to Vedanta, the essence of man lies in his soul, which he possesses in addition to his body and mind.
Education in Vivekananda’s sense enables one to comprehend one’s self within as the self
everywhere. The essential unity of the entire universe is realized through education. Accordingly,
man making for Swamiji stands for rousing mans to the awareness of his true self. However,
education thus signified does not point forwards the development of the soul in isolation from body
and mind. Welcome remember that basis of Swamili’s philosophy is ‘Advaita’ which preaches
unity in diversity.

What to be known-

1. Once the great noble laureateRabindranath Tagore said “If you want to know India study
Vivekananda in him everything is positive nothing negative”. So by studying his thoughts
and ideas on education and physical education (Physical culture of that time) way of ‘man
making’ education will come out.

2. SwamilJi mixed spirituality and physical education by saying that, “playing football is
more important than reading the Gita”. So his thoughts must inspire the youths of the

present day.

3. To formulate physical education curriculum on the thoughts and ideas of Swamidi,
theoretical as well as practical frame work of model physical education and sports.

4. To gain a clearer perspective of that past and the present education system. On which
curriculum of physical education may be formed.

5. To motivate youths on the ideals of Swamiji to integrate healthy body and healthy mind
relationship in true sense.

6. To provide important information concerning the effects of certain past educational
practices and may suggest programs for future.
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Methodology

To study the present problem the scholars have done practical study, data related to thoughts
and ideas will made from Historical source, Documentary, Bibliography, Institutional and from
Organizational source. Connections of available facts related to the present problem has been
critically analyzed and proper appraisal made for the formulation regarding implementation of the
ideas and thoughts in the field of Physical education and sports.

Facts to be known-

Swami Vivekananda’s Physical Activities

1. In his childhood Swami Vivekananda used to practice ‘Meditation’ sitting with cross legged
regularly.

2. He practiced wrestling and boxing with his friends. His boxing gloves which are preserve at
Belurmath and at his residence Kolkata speaks about his habits of his boyhood.

3. He had a strong urge to know the existence of Ghost. So he used to climb up the trees at

night.
He would play ‘lathi” with his friends. That was the source of his pleasure.

5. He played ‘Bat-ball’ (now whichis called cricket) with his friends. Once he met RanjitSinghji
on his way to England.

6. He used to play ‘Volleyball’ at Belurmath with other sansyasi(monk) brothers. He had a
sound health and Swam regularly in the Ganges at Belurmath.

7. In his college days he was a regular football player of Kolkata Town Club.

8. He was a very good classical singer. He composed many songs. That steal our hearts till now.
He played a ‘setar and ‘pakhovaj’ very efficiently.

9. At the fag and end of his life he would ride horse miles after miles.

10. Swami Vivekananda is a good Rifle shooter. Once he showed his excellence when some
egg-cells were floating on the river Ganga; someone asked him “can you shot those egg-cells’
floating in the Ganges, In no time he replied in the positive and shot them one after one after
another without fail. His deep concentration was at the root of his success though he had no
training of Rifle Shooting. -Dutta. M (2003).

Discussion

Vievekananda liked football most because he found in it both physical exercise and an

element of adventure, thrill and suspense that keep us the spirit. We may come across references to
the game of football, here and there, in various sayings of Viekananda. We may recall here his
famous words against spiritual hypocrisy: ‘Go to the football ground and play the game. Make your
muscles strong and thereafter become strong stout. Then you will be able to realize the teachings of
the Gita’. He also said, “You will be nearer to God through football than through the study of the
Gita’.
“One Day a question was raised-which game is the best? Swami Ji answered it was the
Football game where there is counter-kick against a kick. During that period one proud
English Man kicked a native porter and killed him by bursting his stomach”-Swami
Jitatmanada (1998) (p.159).

The purpose of his exhortation in this regard was: ‘Sound mind in a sound body’. Swami
Ji was a Sportsman-Monk to say the least. He considered physical culture as one of the inalienable
means of achieving the goal of spiritual success. He laid greater in emphasis on physical exercise. It
was his great concern to see that one becomes active, energetic and courageous, possessing sound
health. Vivekananda supported and proposed training woman in Physical Education and Self
Defense. He implored some notable Hindu women like SaralaGhosal, the niece of Ravindranath
Tagore to represent Indian womanhood on the world stage. A great seer, a great monk, a great
patriot, a great philanthropist and a great believer in practical Vedanta, Swami Vivekanand was a
seraphic personality of unique versatility. But how many of us know that Swami Ji was a great
athlete and a great gymnast too? His love for sports knew no bounds. The books that are available
on the like of Swami Ji throw some light on the keen interest he evinced in sports and games

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including physical exercise. From his very boyhood, he played football and is also believed to have
played cricket. Besides, during the period of his student life, he had enormous enthusiasm for
physique-culture and was endowed with an inborn courage to participate in Wrestling, Swimming,
Rowing, Boxing and Gymnastics. Moreover, he was awarded prizes for creditable performance in
the competition of games of rings. Not to mince matters, physical exercise was his life-time culture
and he used to take exercise with Dumbbell till his last days. His fascination for Horse-Riding was
epic, so to say. Strangely enough, even in his last days, He used to rush to the mountain-road
covering twenty to thirty miles at a stretch on horseback, ignoring hazards to his broken health. As a
result, his health deteriorated further and he wrote in some sort of disappointment to his disciple,
God win: ‘No further visit to the mountains since the same means horse-riding and to fall sick.” In
his memoirs, the high - souled and august personage, Aswini Kumar Dutta, mentioned this
Equestrian Monk. This bears ample testimony to the fact that Swami Vivekananda possessed an
ever-green temperament and profound knowledge like the rises of ancient India till his death.-
Swami Vivekananda. (2001). Patrabali.

Indubitably, Swamiji liked almost all sorts of sports. His preference appeared, however, to
be for such type of games as the general people had liking for. Unlike the modern times, in
Vivekananda’s time , there was no one-day cricket match which has now been introduced to induce
thrill and suspense into modern cricket. The common man is now seen amongst the cricketing
glitterati along the gradients of old clubhouse and an unbelievably fabulous sum is spent over the
match in modern times. It is difficult to guess what language Swamiji would have used, were he to
see the expensive cricket matches of the modern time or the got-up cricket matches or steroid being
consumed by any cricketer to play cricket. But what was Swamiji’s stand in his time, so far as a
cricket is concerned? As we know the major part of Swamiji’s thinking was occupied with the lot of
the common people. Extreme poverty of the people at that time practically kept cricket beyond the
means of the general people as cricket was considered extremely expensive. Moreover, cricket was
also considered to be a game of aristocracy affected by the touch of imperialism. We all know that
prince- like people of high society squeezed money from the subjects of motherland and spent the
same in the entertainment of the alien rulers of foreign games.

“Be bold and fear not..... arise, awake, for your country needs this tremendous
sacrifice. It is the young man that will do it - the young., the energetic the strong , the well-
built, the intellectual for them in the task and there are hundreds of thousands of such
youngmen in Calcutta”.- Swami Jitatmananda (1998) (p. 166)

In Swamiji’s time, he top cricket star was Ranji and it is not that no comparison was ever
made between Swamiji and the familiar cricket player, Ranji who was apparently the persons of the
diametrically opposite world-One finding the world as play and the other finding the play itself as
the world. The editor of the newspaper, The Indian Nation, made a comparison between the monk
and the cricketer and wrote on 24 August 1896 as follows:

At present the two attractive Indians visiting England are Swami Vivekananda and Mr. S.
RanjitSinghjee, in one sense they are representative of two extreme aspects of excellence.
Vivekananda is prevalent on the upper statra of the soul, whereas RanjitSinghjee is one type of
perfect architect of physique-monk. Swamiji is unique, original and shining in his own world. He
impressed many men women of England by the magnetic power of his giant figure, education and
soul. Vivekananda not only dispelled the naive and base complaints of idolatory against the Hindu
Religion, but also put the said religion on such high enlightened position that other people could not
refrain from paying respects to the said culture. On the other hand, the Rajput youth is the first
ranker of glory in his own field and is the best players. Apart from cricket very few persons could
cope with him in other types of sports. Thus he focused the rare light on the people of his own
country. The English people were jealous of his dexterity and credit.

Vivekananda and RanjitSinghjee were invited to a dinner party in England, but no recorded
dossier is available to confirm whether Vivekananda was personally known to RanjitSinghjee. But
how far do we follow the advice of Swamiji on games? It is not that we should neglect the necessity
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of all games. There is no objection to sports being professionalized in the changed context of
modern times, but, let not sports to be taken to a commercialy dirty and alarming direction. We
should remember the significant maxim: ‘If you lose your health, you lose something’.
Vivekananda uttered his unforgettable invocation to India.:“O India! with this blind imitation of
foreigners this blind dependence on foreigners this blind dependence on foreigners, this slave
like weakness, this cowardice, do you wish to achieve great heights? Give up the awful disease
that is creeping into our national blood, the idea of ridiculing everything, the loss of
seriousness. Give that up. Be strong and have this sraddha and everything else is bound to
follow”.-Swami Jitatmananda (1998) (p.153)

Findings:

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Reflections on the Dynamics of Peasant Protests in
Bihar- 1917-25

The Marxist historiography of social revolutions, from the very beginning,
admitted that in all pre-industrial societies, the river of historical change issues from rural spring.
Such a premise gained strength from the modern experience that while cities may go up in revolt, it
is the countryside that makes or breaks revolutions. The peasant thus came into analytical
prominence of historical investigations. History is minimally three things: What happened in the
past, what people believe happened in the past, and what historians say happened in the past.
Historiography is largely about the second and third of these definitions of history’. The
contribution of historical studies to an understanding of human life in its dynamism and variety
can’t be underestimated. History is a construction of the past in which various historians attempt to
explain what happened and why. In India, in an endeavour to reconstruct the history of the peasants
as a precondition for identifying the main historical periods and processes, D.D.Kosambi and
R.S.Sharma, together with Daniel Thorner, brought peasants into the study of Indian history for the
first time?. This paper discusses the emerging perspectives and trend of writing on peasant struggles
in Bihar during early decades of the twentieth century. The last few decades have seen a
considerable advance at various levels in our understanding of peasant movements and their
relationship with the Congress and nationalist politics, especially during the 1920s and 1930s.
The assertion that Bihar was and is backward and static because it has always remained cut off from
the mainstream of world history strikes a familiar chord for all historians of South Asia®. This is
how India as a whole was viewed by most Europeans up to the last century. The only redeeming
feature of the recent decades in context of Bihar has been series of peasant studies primarily
inspired by the Naxalite movement that began in the late 60’s. Girish Mishra, Rakesh Gupta, Arbind
N.Das, Stephen Henningham, Anand Yang, Vineeta Damodaran, K.K.Sharma, P.K.Shukla, Jacques
Pouchepadass and Walter Hauser, have tried to lay bare the dynamics of peasant movements in
Bihar with significant amount of analytical rigour, methodological sophistication and conceptual
clarity*. All the while tribal histories remain segregated. Despite pioneering enquiries made by
K.K.Datta, J.C.Jha, K.S.Singh etc., the history of the tribal peasantry still remains to be integrated
into the general pattern of historical development of the region. Indian peasants had shown their
mettle by indulging in numerous peasant uprisings since the beginning of the British rule, but the
colonial literature often obscured these struggles under such heading as ‘communal riots between
major fanatical religious Cults’, or ‘the activities of criminal tribes’. The bourgeois leadership
managed to keep the nationalist struggle distinct from agrarian conflict also discouraged agrarian
reform movements.
The history of agrarian struggle in Bihar is very old. In the immediate past, records of sporadic and
sometimes even violent struggles can be found even for the late 18" century when Permanent
settlement legislations, Zamindar’s exploitation of the peasant tenants had become several times
more acute and the peasant’s discontent, on the other hand, had become, more and more visible. An
organised expression of discontent, however, had to wait till the early decades of this century when
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struggle broke out in Champaran and many other places. Mahatma Gandhi’s interventions in
Champaran in 1917 on behalf of the Indian peasantry addressed grievances of peasants against
European Indigo Planters in Bihar. Champaran has been among the few districts of Bihar with a
record of a very long period of agrarian agitations. These agitations may safely be put under three
phases.

The first phase began when indigo planters shifted in a large number from Bengal to Champaran,
attracted by the favourable conditions, afforded by the latter’s geography, climate and prevailing
agrarian relations and they wanted to extend the area under the indigo and extract as much surplus
as possible. The second phase began towards the end of the nineteenth century when it became
obvious that natural die manufactured from indigo was soon going out of the international market
and the planters wanted to give up indigo cultivation under assamivar system and started forcing
the peasants to pay damages and compensation for this so called act of benevolence. The parties in
the confrontation remained the same, only the issues changed. Indigo planters were eager to reduce
the area under indigo but at the expense of peasants. It was during this phase that Gandhi came to
Champaran and led it to a successful conclusion. It was also during this phase that Champaran
became nationally famous and came to constitute a glorious chapter in India’s freedom struggle®.
The curtain was finally drawn on this phase in 1938, when the Champaran Agrarian (Amendment)
Act of that year came into force. The third phase began during the 1930s and has been continuing
even after many decades of Independence.

Gandhi and Champaran

Gandhi confessed in his autobiography that before coming to Champaran in 1917, he “did not even
know the name, much less the geographical position” of the district, a remote sub-Himalayan tract
which was “cut off from the rest of India®’. Most historians would readily agree with Judith Brown
that Champaran was “one of those rural fastnesses beloved by officers of the raj as the real India”
and that the pretext of Gandhi’s intervention was nothing but a “local dispute””. Yet, though these
assertions are true in their own right, they should not obscure the fact that the Champaran
movement can’t be explained without reference to the existence of various regional, countrywide
and even international linkages which connected the villages of the district to the outer world, and
which largely account for both the context and the form of the agitation. Jacques Pouchepadass is of
the opinion that, in Champaran as in many other Bihar regions, backwardness was not a mere effect
of physical isolation, but was related to linkage with the wider world which operated as inhibitors of
growth and change®. All the evidence available on the movement of 1917 strongly points to the fact
that it was precisely the oligarchy of substantial high-caste peasants which played the leading role in
the agitation. This class of influential peasants, which normally mediated between the villages and
the outside world, was in touch with non-peasants and was by no means unable to contact with
townspeople. Many of its members, after all, served as soldiers in the army, as constables in the
police and as small employees in the local administration. The oft narrated process by which some
village leaders belonging to this category (particularly Raj Kumar Shukla) got in touch with urban
nationalist intellectuals and managed to persuade Gandhi to come to Champaran was certainly not
an unprecedented innovation. In Champaran Gandhi took up the cause of peasant tenants forced to
grow indigo at disadvantageous terms by white planters who dominated the locality and harass the
recalcitrant by means which even the government admitted to be dubious and disruptive of rural
peace’.

Gandhi met Rajendra Prasad and J.B.Kripalani in Muzaffarpur and told them that fighting cases in
courts would not help. Further, there must be local leaders who understand the local dialects and
can communicate with the people. Unless people are prepared to suffer and go to jail, nothing could
be achieved. Gandhi was not interested in their legal knowledge; he was interested in their
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assistance as satyagrahis. The lawyer politicians were taken aback; they had so far only helped the
peasants fight their cases in the court; now they were asked to court arrest. Gandhi was so
persuasive that they agree to follow him. Leaders like Madan Mohan Malaviya, Mazharul Haq and
Andrews sent telegrams supporting Gandhi’®. In the background of details of the Champaran
Satyagraha it would be wrong to overstress Gandhi’s restraining role and to argue that he made
Champaran safe and quite comfortable for planters for many years to come. This was amply clear
from the panic among planters and Zamindars three years later when Swaraj was believed to be
round the corner. That was when the Congressmen once again found themselves hard put to contain
an agitation in what is generally believed to be a Gandhian and by extension, a Congress
stronghold. Given the tenuous nature of Gandhi’s control during 1917 and the continuance of an
exploitative agrarian system even after the abolition of the tinkathia system and Congress attitudes
to the agrarian question and popular expectation of Swaraj this was only to be expected.

Though Congress as an organization had not been associated with the Champaran
Satyagraha, yet for several Bihar Congress man the year 1917 had been an initiation into Gandhian
rural mass contact. It may be argued that the unsanctioned manifestations of anti-planter protest
during that year and during the Non-cooperation Movement explain Congress preoccupation with
‘disciplining and instructing the raiyat community’ and Rajendra Prasad’s hesitation to launch Civil
Disobedience in 1921
At another level, the Champaran Satyagraha was unfailingly invoked to prove Congress credentials
of being a representative of the peasents. In the face of Kisan Sabha activists and supporters who by
the mis-30s had strenuously cut into the Congress rural base, peasants were reminded by the
beleagured Congress that it would only be wise to tone downe their demands to *12 annas’. Gandhi
after all had not championed any radical changes in 1917*. He had asked for the minimum which
neither the planters nor the government could refuse. Champaran had become the Congress success
history of compromise®®,

In colonial India apart from peasant struggles against exploitative colonial economic policy,
there are other types of encounter between peasants and Zamindars on other social issues.
Historians generally either have ignored or underscored such movements and refrained to discuss it
properly. A case in point is confrontation between Lower-Caste Peasants and Upper-Caste
Zamindars in Bihar (1921-25). Hetukar Jha'* has highlighted the inner contradictions of peasants
society in caste-ridden traditional social framework of Bihar based on some governments reports.
His scholarly paper is based on some government reports on peasant’s retaliation against
Zamindar’s oppression from 1921to 1925 which are to be found in File No. 171 of 1925, Political
(Special), Government of Bihar. They narrated instances of encounter (both violent and non-
violent) between peasants of the Yadava, Kurmi and Koiri castes and their Zamindars who were
Upper-Caste Hindus and Muslims. Yadavas also known as Goalas and Ahirs, were the most
numerous caste in Bihar. They were basically “Cultivators of all kinds” and also “herdsmen and
milkmen”. Kurmis and Koiris were also to great cultivating castes of Bihar. Each of these, being
one of the ten most populous castes, had a sizeable strength. Koiris particularly were known for
being “skilful and industrious cultivators”, the “best tenants”, and “Market gardeners of Bihar”.
During the period of five years covered by those reports both north and south Bihar, excluding the
Chhota Nagpur area, were affected. Confrontations took place in 20 villages of the districts of Patna
and Monghyr of South Bihar and Darbhanga and Muzaffarpur of North Bihar. The reports though
written by government employees were not biased either in favour of Zamindars or in favour of
government officers. The reporters did not hesitate to point out when they found that an officer of
the rank of S.D.O. has sided with the Zamindars of Samastipur (then a Sub-division of Darbhanga)
against peasants without conducting a proper enquiry.
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According to the reports, peasants of some lower castes chose to Sanskritize themselves
because they were socially and economically exploited and oppressed™. It is not that they were
oppressed for the first time. There are instances of their oppression by Zamindars in earlier periods.
The peasant’s response to such oppressions used to be flight from their Zamindar’s territory™®
instead of retaliation. It seems that their anger against one Zamindar whose territory they had to
leave was counteracted by the shelter that they used to receive from another. Since land was
available in abundance, shelter might not have a problem and therefore the feeling of oppression
perhaps could not be so intense as to as compel them to organize any mass movement. The other theory
is that Indian peasants were too docile to resist the oppression of their Zamindars'’. In Bihar,
however, there were cases of sporadic disputes between Zamindars and raiyatas during the British
period in which rahiyats resisted the might of Zamindars even without being led by anybody other
themselves. But, it was during the 1920s that their retaliation was relatively wide-ranging,
organized only by themselves, and some successful too. In those retaliations, as mentioned, in the
reports, it was caste orientation and not class orientation that dominated at the manifest level. This
calls for an explanation.

As is well known, Bihar in the twenties of the 20" century was economically
underdeveloped. Except for a few number of industrial and mining areas in South Bihar region,
there were practically no industries and agriculture carried on through primitive techniques with the
sole source of livelihood for the overwhelming majority of the population. The Zamindars
dominated the rural areas because of their economic and often political influence. In other words,
society was still in the pre-capitalist stage. According to G.Lukacs, “..... class interests in pre-
capitalist society into castes and estates means that economic elements are inextricably joined to
political and religious factors'®.” Therefore, protection from socio-economic oppression in Bihar got
“inextricably” bound with the promotion of caste interest, as is evident from the fact that lower
caste-peasants felt that by sanskritizing themselves they would enter the upper-caste fold, that is,
they would also be in the class of oppressors and thus their own oppression would come to and for
good. It means that there was already a belief in their minds that upper-caste men were socially and
economically dominant and therefore oppressive while they, being lower-caste men, were socially
and economically oppressed and wretched. The belief that upper-casts men were of upper class
(economic status) and lower-caste men of lower class and the two in contradiction was thus a social
fact as was evidenced in the violent encounters mentioned in the reports. This belief probably grew
stronger and the contradiction became sharper in course of time. The prevalence of this social fact
can probably explain Swami Sahajanand Saraswati’s failure in drawing the lower-caste peasants to
the fold of the Kisan Sabha movement in Bihar™
The peasantry’s first step towards the attainment of its self-awareness is an achievement of the
national movement, for whose success the peasants were so largely responsible. It is apparent,
however, that many of the burdensome vestiges of the past, the divisions and superstitions, still
hinder the cementing of those bonds among the peasants and the rural people which are so essential
for the advance towards a just society in India®
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Abstract

Background
The Industrial Revolution was preceded by an agricultural revolution that increased the food
supply while decreasing the amount of labor needed. Traditionally, the primary goal of agriculture
was to produce enough food to prevent famine. This overwhelming fear of starvation made most
farmers very conservative and highly skeptical of change. Poor harvests would lower the supply of
food, which would result in increased prices. The basic effect of supply and demand was at the
center of most of the class conflict in this preindustrial world. Both bad harvests and increased
population affected the price of food. High prices increased the wealth of the aristocratic class and
led to death and starvation among the peasants; therefore, the primary reason behind most peasant
uprisings was the high price of food.
A multifaceted revolution in every aspect of agricultural production would eventually eliminate this
ancient curse. The traditional mode of farm production that had existed for centuries was abolished.
Small, disconnected plots of land were combined into large commercial operations that
implemented both new crops and the latest farming methods. Practical research had identified a
number of crops that would both provide feed for animals and increase the fertility of the land.
Clover and turnips were two of the most widely used for this purpose. Information concerning these
revolutionary changes was transmitted in the popular scientific literature of the time.
The greatest social and economic impact of the agricultural revolution came from the "enclosure
movement,” in which farmers were able to enclose their fields and grow different crops during
different seasons. This drastically changed the centuries old model of the "open field system," in
which farmland was used in a semi-public fashion that prevented farmers from growing patterns
that differed from traditional ones. This method of farming had been established during a prior
agricultural revolution that occurred during the early medieval period. Initially this led to a
substantial increase in agricultural productivity. Gradually there was a Malthusian effect; the
population increased and the threat of famine reemerged. This reality made the peasants question
any proposed changes in the accepted method of farming. They were not risk takers, so they
typically fought to maintain the status quo. Records show that by the middle of the seventeenth
century, the price of grain, especially of wheat, increased considerably. The scientific literature of
the time stated that production would increase if the land were used in a more structured fashion.
Researchers insisted that small, individual peasant plots would become more productive if they
were restructured into large agricultural farms. Labor, machinery, fertilizer, and seed would be used
more efficiently, thus increasing the bushels per acre. Initially this was met with resistance on the
part of the peasants. Eventually, the increase in the supply of food tempered much of the anxiety,
and significant changes began to occur within preindustrial society.
Impact on society
Industrialization increased material wealth, restructured society, and created important new schools
of philosophy. The social impact of industrialization was profound. For the first time since the
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Neolithic Revolution, people worked outside of the local environment of their homes. They arose
every morning and traveled to their place of employment. This was most often in a workplace
known as a factory. The new machinery of the Industrial Revolution was very large and sometimes
required acres of floor space to hold the number of machines needed to keep up with consumer
demand.

The industrial economy had a new set of rules and time schedules for the common laborer. The
work environment not only moved indoors, but the pace of the work changed drastically. Instead of
driving a horse that pulled a plow or wagon, the machines drove the worker. The seasons of the year
were no longer relevant to the time spent at work. Adult males were now expected to labor twelve
to fourteen hours a day, five-and-a-half days a week, all year long. This was a very hard transition
to make. A great many people who had once been considered highly productive agricultural
workers were unable to hold jobs because of their inability to adjust to this new regime.

Child labor also changed as a result of the Industrial Revolution. Children were expected to help
the family in the traditional economy, but usually they had been assigned tasks that were
commensurate with their age. Not unlike their mothers, young children began to be exploited by
their bosses. The most dangerous assignment for children in the factories was unjamming the great
textile machines that wove cloth. Since their hands and arms were so small, they could reach into
small spaces where the fabric tended to jam. The foreman would not turn the machine off but would
insist the child reach in to dislodge the jam. If he were not quick enough, his hand or arm would
become caught in the mechanism, and this could result in severe damage to the child. All laborers,
male, female, and children, were eventually looked upon as interchangeable parts. As technology
increased and machines became more sophisticated, the employer began to value machinery more
than his work force. This would remain the case until the early 1830s, when legislation was passed
to protect the workers.

The Industrial Revolution also accelerated the growth of the urban population. One of the more
important consequences of urbanization was a rapid increase in crime. This was the result of three
factors that dominated the urban landscape. The first two were poverty and unemployment. There
was no job security or social security for the factory worker. If someone was injured on the job or
laid off, he had little chance to replace his lost income. The few charitable organizations that were
available were so over-taxed their aid never matched their good intentions. Overcrowding was the
third important source of crime. Industrialization drew thousands of people to the urban areas in
search of employment. Cities such as Manchester, England, were completely unprepared for the
great influx of workers. This overcrowding fueled social dysfunction that resulted in a rapid
increase in crimes against property and people.

One major attempt to deal with these problems was the creation of a professional, full-time police
force whose members were trained in the latest techniques of crime prevention. Secondly, there was
a vigorous attempt to reform the prison system. It was accepted among most intellectuals of the
time that prisons should not be solely places of punishment. There was widespread
acknowledgement of the belief that, through proper training and guidance, criminals could be
reformed. Education would allow prisoners to find a productive place in the new urban industrial
society.

The Industrial Revolution also accelerated change in the area of political and economic thought.
The dominant economic model of the early industrial period was mercantilism, a command
economy based upon the belief that there are a finite number of resources in the world. The primary
economic goal of each nation was to control as many of these resources as possible. Its trade
policies were a form of eighteenth-century protectionism. Great Britain not only forbade its colonies
to develop any domestic industry, but the government also controlled colonial trade. Everything
was done for the betterment of the "mother country.”

The first major political economist to challenge this concept was Adam Smith (1723-1790). He
was one of a number of Enlightenment thinkers who believed there were natural laws that governed
the economic, political, and social relationships of men. These natural laws were discernible
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through the exercise of human reason. Smith believed that the natural law of economics revolved
around the exercise of economic choice. He argued that the best way to bring about economic
expansion was to allow people to make decisions regarding the products they wished to produce.
The Industrial Revolution, because of its increased productivity, greatly expanded peoples' ability to
choose. At the same time, it also raised expectations concerning issues of quality of life. Smith
believed that through proper application of Enlightenment scientific principles, a nation could
produce a society free of poverty. This revolutionary theory, that a government was obliged to
create an environment in which these expectations could be met, would act as the foundation of
the Declaration of Independence crafted by American revolutionaries in the 1770s.

By the beginning of the nineteenth century, economic thought became very pessimistic because of
the inability of society to solve the conditions of the industrial working class. Over time it became
widely accepted that the quality of life of the working class would remain forever wretched.
Thomas Malthus (1766-1834), in fact, believed this condition was necessary to prevent widespread
political and social unrest as the result of famine. Malthus's theory centered on the belief that if left
unchecked, the population would outstrip agriculture's ability to feed it. Industrial wages were kept
low in order to control the size of working families. This began the modern fear of the population
bomb, which is still a hotly debated issue. This pessimism continued in the writing of David
Ricardo (1772-1823). He formulated the Iron Law Of Wages, which mandated that monetary
compensation be kept low. Ricardo believed that there were only a finite number of jobs available
in industry. If a particular generation experienced too much economic security, they would marry
earlier and have larger families. This would result in their children's generation experiencing the
frustration of competing for a limited number of jobs. The resulting political and social upheaval
would undermine the social stability of the nation. It is quite evident that both Malthus and Ricardo
were still under the influence of a mercantilist world view in which humanity would be forever
governed by the limits of its productive capacity.

The success of the Industrial Revolution in expanding both productivity and jobs eventually
changed the economic pessimism of the early nineteenth century. The dismal view of the future of
the working class would eventually be replaced by utilitarianism and socialism. Jeremy Bentham
(1748-1832) helped create a philosophy based upon the concept that all social, political, and
economic models should be concerned with creating the greatest happiness for the greatest number
of people. This was based upon confidence in the correct application of reason. All social models
would be judged on their ability to create utility. Thus, if properly implemented, the fruits of
industrialization would be shared by all.

Conclusion:- Socialism was an alternative theory, based upon the premise that true economic
equality could only be attained if the workers controlled the means of production as well as the
distribution of goods. This was a reaction against both the hardships of the working class and the
economic inequality of capitalism. Basic socialist theory predicted that competition, the lifeblood of
the free market, would eventually reduce to a small minority the number of capitalists controlling
the economic system. Eventually, the large number of exploited workers would rise up and
overthrow this small, very rich capitalist class.

The Maurya Empire

By 300 BC, the Maurya Empire had united many parts of Indian subcontinent including
Thamizhagam (Tamil Nadu), which was ruled by Three Crowned Kings. Their political ability
allowed for a common economy, trade and commerce, with increased agricultural productivity. The
Maurya Empire was followed by classical Sangam age and early medieval kingdoms, including the
Cheras, the Cholas, the Pandyas, the Guptas, the Harsha, the Palas, the Rashtrakutas and the
Hoysalas. During these kingdoms, Indian economy has grown strong and steady.

Around 600 BC, the Mahajanapadas minted silver coins which are punchmarked. The
period was developed by intensive trade activity and equally the urban development.

The Indian subcontinent had the largest economy in the world between the first and
18Mcenturies.Until 1000 AD, it was a subsistence economy. Indian subcontinent experienced
percapita GDP growth during the medieval period,with the Delhi Sultanate in the north and
the Vijayanagara Empire in the south.

Delhi Sultanate

Before and during theDelhi Sultanate (12061526 AD),they
underlay a cosmopolitan civilization. It offered widerangingsocial and economic networks from the
large parts of Afro-Eurasia. The Delhi Sultanate was responsible for integrating the Indian
subcontinent into a growing world.

The era coincided with high use of mechanical technology in the Indian subcontinent.
During the 13" century, India began to adopt some mechanical technologies from the Islamic
world.It helped in lowering the costs of yarn and helping to increase demand for cotton.The
production of cotton, whichis largely spun in the villages, was advanced by the diffusion of the
spinning wheel across India during the Delhi Sultanate era.

The Mughal’s

During the Mughal period (15261858 AD) India experienced unprecedented prosperity in
history. TheGross Domestic Product(GDP) of India in the 16™ century was estimated at about 25.1
per cent of the world economy. In 1600, the annual income of Emperor Akbar's treasury was $90
million. It was estimated to be the largest in the world followed by China during that time.

Akbar the Great

During the time of Akbar, the Mughal Empire was at its peak as it controlled vast region of
North India and had entered into alliances with Deccan States. It enforced a uniform customs and
taxadministration system. An estimate of the annual revenue of Emperor Akbar's treasury of India
in 1600 AD at £17.5 million. The Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of Mughal India in 1600 AD was
estimated at about 24.3 per cent the world economy, the second largest in the world.

By this time, the Mughal Empire had expanded toalmost 90 per cent of South Asia. They
enforced a uniformed customs and taxadministration system. By the late 16™ century, most of the
Indian subcontinent had been reunited under the Mughal Empire. It became the largest economy
and manufacturing power in the world, producing about a quarter of global GDP.

Emperor Aurangzeb
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In 1700 AD, the Emperor Aurangzeb reported annual revenue of £100 million, more than
ten times that of his contemporary Louis XIV of France, while controlling just seven times
the population.

By 1700, the Indian Subcontinent had become the world's largest economy, ahead
of China and Western Europe with approximately 24.2 per cent of the World's population, and
producing about a quarter of world’s output.India produced about 25 per cent of
global industrial output into the early 18" century.

India's GDP growth increased under the Mughal Empire, exceeding the growth rate of 1,500
years. The Mughals were responsible for building an extensive road system,creating a
uniform currency. The Mughals adopted and standardized the rupee currency introduced
by Sur Emperor Sher Shah Suri. They minted tens of millions of coins, with purity of at least 96 per
cent.

Post-Mughal Empire

In the early half of the 18" century, Mughal Empire fell into decline, the treasury emptied,
tens of thousands killed by invasions. Because of that, many migrated with their livestock as slaves
thatweakened the empire. The Mughals were replaced by the Marathas in India, the Nawabs in the
north and the Nizams in the south. Then, they declared autonomy. However, the efficient Mughal
taxsystem was left largely intact, with Tapan Raychaudhuri estimating revenue actually increased to
50 percent or more, in contrast to China's 5 to 6 percent.

Among the post-Mughal states that emerged in the 18" century, the dominant economic
powers were Bengal under the Nawabs of Bengaland, the South Indian Kingdom of
Mysore under Hyder Ali and Tipu Sultan. An agreement made Bengal Subah a tributary to the
Marathas, agreeing to pay Rs. 1.2 million annually, as the Chauth of Bengal. The Chauth was paid
annually by the Nawab of Bengal, up to his defeat at the Battle of Plassey by the East India
Company in 1757.

India went through a period of deindustrialization in the latter half of the 18" century as an
indirect outcome of the collapse of the Mughal Empire, and that British rule later caused further
deindustrialization.

By the 18™ century, the Mysoreans had embarked on an ambitious economic development
program that established the Kingdom of Mysore as a major economic power; their aggregated
millet income could be almost five times subsistence level.

The Maratha Empire also managed an effective administration and tax collection policy
throughout the core areas under its control.

Early British rule

A vyear after the loss of the British East India Company trading base of Calcutta, to the
new Nawab of the Bengal Subah, Siraj ud-Daulah,it won a decisive victory over the Nawab, and
his French East India Company allies, at the Battle of Plassey, in 1757. The Company regained, and
fortified Calcutta, later gaining the right to collect tax revenues, on the Nawabs behalf.Following
the Indian Rebellion of 1857, the British Crown intervened and establishes a formal colonial
administration in the Company controlled territory.

British rule

Since 1757 onwards, the British East India Company’s political power was gradually
expanded in India. Company had generated huge revenue by the provinces under its rule for
purchasing raw materials, spices and goods of India. The Colonial government used land revenue
for waging wars in India and Europe, leaving little for development of India.

In short span of 80 years (1780-1860 AD) under colonial rule, India changed from being an
exporter of processed goods and raw materials for which it received payment in bullion, to a buyer
of manufactured goods. More specifically, in the 1750s, mostly fine cotton and silk was exported
from India to markets in Europe, Asia, and Africa. Later in1850s, raw materials, like raw cotton,
opium, and indigo, accounted for most of India's exports.
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The ruthless exploitation under British colonial rule completely devastated India’s
economy. India’s population was subject to frequent famines, had one of the world's lowest life
expectancies, suffered from pervasive malnutrition and was largely illiterate. India
experienced deindustrialization and cessation of various craft industries under British rule, which
along with fast economic and population growth in the Western world, resulted in India's share of
the world economy declining from 24.4 per cent in 1700 to 4.2 per cent in 1947. Due to its ancient
history as a trading zone and later its colonial status, colonial India remained economically
integrated with the world, with high levels of trade, investment and migration.

Independent India

After India got independence from colonial rule in 1947, The Republic of India started the
process of rebuilding the economy. India went for centralized planning. The Five-Year Plans which
successfully transformed erstwhile USSR were made a tool for development. First five-year
plancame into exist 1952. Investments were made for the creation of more irrigation facilities,
construction of dams and laying infrastructure. Due importance was given to establishment of
modern industries, modern scientificinstitutes, development of space and nuclear programmes.

However, despite all efforts on economic front, the country did not develop at rapid pacedue
to lack of capital formation, cold war politics, defense expenditure, high rise in population and
inadequate infrastructure. From 1951 to 1979, the economy grew at an average rate of about 3.1 per
cent a year in constant prices. During this period, industry grew at an average rate of 4.5 percent a
year, compared with an annual average of 3.0 percent for agriculture.

During 80s

The rate of growth improved in the 1980s. From Financial year 1980 to 1989, the economy
grew at an annual rate of 5.5 percent. Industry grew at an annual rate of 6.6 percent and agriculture
at a rate of 3.6 percent. A high rate of investment was a major factor in improved economic growth.
Investment went from about 19 percent of GDP in the early 1970s to nearly 25 per cent during 80s.
Private savings had helped most of India's investment, but by the mid-80s the growth in private
savings was difficult because they were already at quite a high level. As a result, during the late80s,
India relied increasingly on borrowing from sources abroad. This trend led to a balance of payments
crisis in 1990. In order to receive new loans, the government had no choice but to agree to further
revolutionary measure of economic liberalization. This commitment to economic reform was
reaffirmed by the government that came to power in June 1991.

1991 onwards

After the 1991 economic crisis, the Indian government began the policy of economic
liberalization, privatization, globalization (LPG).While commending his first budget in 1991, Dr
Manmohan Singh had quoted Victor Hugo and said, “No power on earth can stop an idea whose
time has come. The emergence of India as a major economic power in the world happens to be one
such idea”. Since then, economy has progressed immensely with GDP progressing at the rate of 6
to 8 per cent per annum. The GDP (nominal) has grown from US$ 267.52 billion in 1992 to US$
1.85 trillion in 2012.

Current decade

India is third largest economy of the world and a preferred foreign direct investment
destination in major industries. That includes information technology, telecommunications, textiles,
chemicals, food processing, steel, transportation equipment, engineering goods, and cement,
mining, petroleum, machinery, software and pharmaceuticals industries. On the other hand,major
agricultural products include rice, wheat, oilseed, cotton, jute, tea, sugarcane, potatoes, cattle, sheep,
goats, poultry and fish.

In 2021-2022, India's top five trading partners are China, United Arab Emirates, United
States, Saudi Arabia and Switzerland. The percentage share of various sectors in the economy in the
year 2021-22 is given below.

The high contribution of services and manufacturing sector indicates the huge progress
made by Indian economy since its Independence when it was predominantly agrarian economy (59
per cent in 1951).

India is a leading country in services sector so much, so that India is referred to as “the back
office of the world”. However, India has made a significant progress in science and technology over
the years and having a strong network of science and technology institutions, well trained
manpower and highly innovative knowledge base.

India has already become central point for manufacturing of small cars and engineering
goods. The Government had devised the National Manufacturing Policy (NMP) in 2011 with an
aim to enhance the share of manufacturing in India's GDP to 25 per cent and add at least 100
million jobs, that could together help India’s manufacturing sector to grow sixfold by 2025.

India is theworld's third largest and fast-growing markets for food and agricultural products
in the world.Agriculture accounts for about 21.1 per cent of India’s GDP. India has emerged as the
largest milk producing country, with the annual milk production of 198.4 million tonnes. The Indian
retail market for fresh fruit and vegetables is estimated at 102.48 million. India has vast resources of
livestock, estimated at 535 million. In terms of population, India ranks first in buffaloes, second in
cattle and goats, and third in sheep.

Finally, a study based on World Bank for GDP in terms of purchasing power parity
Projections 2040 aims the future economic power shifts based on the percentage share of world
GDP will be led by India with 20.8 per cent, headed by China with 37.4 per cent and USA with 13.9
in third place followed by Japan and Germany.

Conclusion:-Today, The Indian economy is one of the fast-growing economies in the world. The
rising income, high level of savings, investment opportunities available, high domestic consumption
and younger population will ensure high growth for many more decades to come. The main engines
of Indian economy are the Information Technology, Telecommunications, Pharmaceuticals,
Banking and Insurance companies, Engineering products, Automobile Components, Textiles, Steel,
Machine Tools and Gems &Jewelrysectors which are likely to grow at rapid pace world over
creating demand for Indian services and products.

It was Mughal Emperor Jahangir granted a Farman to the Captain William Hawkins permitting the
English to set up a factory at Surat in 1613.

Their excessive oppression, exploitation and terror gave rise to the Indian Kings
and people to revolt against them. It was Maharani Laxmi Bhai revolted against the Britishers along
with other supporting kings in 1856 and ultimately BhadurSaha Jaffar ,Nana Sahib , Tantya Tope
and other Maratha warriors joined her and launched a large freedom movement and revolted in
1857 against Britishers but due to some of the internal enmity of our own people they lost their
freedom movement but their efforts influenced many Indian freedom fighters and inspired them to
keep fire alive for getting freedom from the oppressors. Then the people of India made determined
efforts to uproot the Britishers from Indian soil. The incident of the greased cartridges added fuel to
fire. The entire Bengal Native Army revolted and it shaped into the Great Revolt. It was failed due
to lack of outstanding leaders. It is an apt that “although the Indians were united against the foreign
government yet they were divided among themselves as to what should be done after the defeat of
the British™4.

Later, Indian Movement for freedom was divided into two sects the Extremist and Moderate. Bipin
Chandra Pal, LokmanyaTilak and Lala Lajpat Rai were Extremist and Pt. Jawahar Lal, Gandhi ji
and Maulana Azad were Moderate and many freedom fighters joined these two groups. All these
were jailed many times but their persistent efforts were seen all the times throughout India in many
movements against Britishers.All the Leaders felt that there should be a common Political platform
so that a proper strategy could be planned to execute the resolutions related to freedom movement.
And in 1885 a party was set up in the name of Indian National Congress. A.O Hume was the first
president of Indian National Congress.It has been found that “in the beginning,the attitude of the
British Government towards the congress was friendly and sympathetic”...In 1900,Lord Curzon
announced to the Secretary of State that “the congress is tottering a peaceful demise”5 Subash
Chander Bose was a real hero and elected twice as president of Indian National Congress who had
nationalistic spirit and instinct. His courage and determination was seen when he separated from
moderate ideology and set up his own Army Known as AZAD HIND FAUZ which had definite
purpose to liberate and exonerate the souls of all the of people of India from the clutches of
Britishers.He had magic in his voice when “ he gave the slogan to every Indians you give me blood
, I would give you Azadi”’6 As soon as he gave slogan thousands of soldiers ran away from the
British Army and local people including men and women who joined Azad Hind Fauz valiantly
for the cause of freedom of India. Bose had self-confidence, initiative and motivation power to
influence the younger generation to pave the way of freedom for all the Indians.

| feel thrilled to quote an example for which I am witness, there was an old man a real hero from my
native village Marheen which is situated in Jammu and Kashmir whose name was Late Sh Udham
Singh Manhas who was very much impressed by Neta Ji and he Vehemently left the village to join
Indian National Army in 1944 and took pledge to take part in the operations which was launched by
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Azad Hind Fauz against the Allied Forces while fighting, he was imprisoned but his parents
thought he might have lost his life in war and moreover, his family performed his annual rituals and
choubarsi and suddenly everybody was stunned to see him after six years as he was released from
jail ,he reached in village and he was warmly welcomed by all the villagers and administration with
great Zeal and enthusiasm.

How could we forget the supreme sacrifices made by Saheed Bhagat Singh, ShivramRajguru,
Sukhdev Thaper and Chandrashekhar Azad. Bhagat Singh and Chandrashekhar were two founders
of the The Hindustan Socialist Revolutionary Party (1928) Both of them signed a bond with death
and oathed together to set free India from the British rule. Both of them were a staunch
revolutionary and then a Socialist. They had their own ideology unlike the moderates.

The Britishers could visualize the course of action of Indians with their power and shrewd strategies
and used sharp weapons to hurt the sentiments of common masses of all the religions. And now
they used such weapon to crush and tried to create a communal wall between the Muslims and the
Hindus. It was one of the tactics which they used to divide the Indian People on the bases of castes,
colour and religions etc Lord Curzon was the intelligent British Governor who succeeded to divide
Indians into two different sections Aristocrat (Zamidars) and Middle Class (Bourgeois) and the
Hindus and the Muslims. Although he wanted to bring certain reforms to curb the people yet many
abuses” existed in the Police Reforms of Service, and charges of oppression and corruption in
connection with it were not unheard among the people™7.

The act of the Police was highly condemn able when the police ruthlessly spelled the blood of large
crowd of unarmed Indians in an opened space known as the Jallianwala Bagh Massacred on
April13,1919. How it could be ignored and forgotten by all the Indians. By remembering and seeing
it, young revolutionary like Saheed Bhagat Singh, Chandrashekhar, Raj guru Udham Singh and
Sukhdev were outraged and Udham replied the Britishers by killing Gen Dire in England.

Many Movements were started by Gandhi Ji include: Non -Cooperation Movement, Rowalt Act,
Dandhi March and attended Round Table Conference which broken the back — bone of the
Britishers and ultimately, they decided to liberate India but they are known for their shrewdness,
wickedness and cruelty before declaration of India as independent country, they sown the seeds of
division of India into two Parts Pakistan and India on the bases of their religions Hindus and
Muslims. It was felt that “throughout the freedom struggle Indians had to battle the religious divide
and hatred among Hindus and Muslims...the Britisher used this inherent divide among Indians to
suppress the Indian freedom movement and eventually divided the nation into Muslim Pakistan and
a secular India”8.

The Leaders, thinkers, freedom fighters and educationists themselves engaged to resolve the issues
of the Hindus and the Muslims rather than denouncing and exposing the designs of the Britishers.
The partition brought disastrous consequences for India in the wake of communal conflict. Partition
itself reflected untold story, misery, loss, damage both life and property. Millions of the Hindus and
the Muslims refugee dislocated, alienated, frustrated, killed, fragmented and deprived of peace and
tranquility. It is rightly said “When the hermit assumes a state of silence and gives up the use of
fire, he becomes a Sanyasi”’9.And it was dire need at that time to unite the people in one Knot but
everybody had one mission to have power without seeing national interest.It was also felt that the
educational system in India was degraded “ the decline of education in India was not altogether due
to British economic policy...it was also due to the approach of the British.”10.

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Abstract:
The distribution of inscriptions of the Chaulukyas gives an idea of the vastness of their kingdom
and their sphere of influence. The epigraphs are spread out over parts of modern south Rajasthan,
Gujarat and a few areas of northern Maharashtra. The maximum number of land grants are found in
north Gujarat. This is not surprising as the capital of the Chaulukyas was Anahilapataka or modern
Patan north Gujarat. A look at the geographical features of the Chaulukyan kingdom is worthwhile.
The territorial divisions and climate will help us establish a relation between the distribution pattern
of the land grants and the ecology of the region in which they are found. Most of the inscriptions
record land grants to brahmanas, temples or very significantly for the construction of or
maintenance of wells.

Ancient Divisions

During the ancient period, Gujarat was made up of three regions — Anartta, Lata and Saurashtra.
Anartta, according to the Markandeya Purana and the Vamana Purana was named after Manu’s son
Anartta (M.R. Singh, Geographical Data in the Early Puranas, Calcutta, 1972, 323). B.C. Law
designates this as the region in north Kathiawar (B.C. Law, Historical Geography of Ancient India,
New Delhi, 1976). Whereas Sankalia feels that this division cannot be definitely outlined (H.D.
Sankalia, Archaeology of Gujarat, Bombay, 1941). Majmudar suggests a boundary (M.R.
Majmudar, Cultural History of Gujarat, Bombay, 1965, 14). His conclusions are based on the
Kavyamimamsa of Rajashekhara. According to him Anartta would include the area of
Pashchadesha, from Mt Abu upto Nasik. Although the above viewpoint would require further
evidence, it is worth taking note of by the historian.

Lata would be made up of the area between the Mahi and Tapti rivers, and the main city
dominating this area was Broach or modern Bharuch. Surashtra would imply modern Kathiawar
region which was known from very early times. It is mentioned for example in the Ramayana,
Mahabhashya and the accounts of Greek geographers (H.D. Sankalia, op. cit., 5).

Political History of the Chaulukyas and the Extent of their Kingdom

The founder of the Chaulukya kingdom in north Gujarat was Mularaja (H.D. Sankalia, Studies
in the Historical and Cultural Geography and Ethnography of Gujarat, Poone, 1949, 30), c. 961
CE. He is said to have defeated the Chapotkata Prince who was ruling at Anahilapataka. Mularaja
was probably the nephew of the usurped ruler. In his earliest inscription, Mularaja is said to have
conquered the Sarasvata — mandala, and established his kingdom with the capital at Anahilapataka.
This would roughly correspond to the area between Radhanpur (in modern Banaskantha district)
and Patan (in modern Patan district) of north Gujarat. Thereafter, he acquired the Satyapura—
mandala, being the area of Sanchor in the Jodhpur district of Rajasthan. Thus his territory may have
extended from Sanchor in the North to Narmada in the South, according to the inscriptions
Saurashtra and Kutch in the west and the coast of the Sabarmati river in the east, were probably the
limits of his empire, as we have found epigraphic evidence in these areas. Mularaja’s son
Chamundaraja succeeded him in c. 996-97 CE. No inscriptions of Chamundaraja have yet been
found. He probably defeated Paramara Sindhuraja of Malava, and extended Chaulukya influence in
Abu and Mewad regions. Lata is said to have been conquered by the Western Chalukyas at this
time.
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Hemachandra says that Chamunda had three sons Vallabharaja, Durlabharaja and Nagaraja.
Vallabharaja’s rule appears to be confined to six months. His brother Durlabha ascended the throne
thereafter. His greatest feat was the conquering back of Lata from the western Chalukya king.
Durlabha is said to have appointed his nephew Bhima I as his successor around c. 1024 CE. It was
during this time that Sultan Mahmud invaded Somanatha. After this encounter, Bhima | defeated
the king of Sind. He also acquired control over Abu, which resulted in the downfall and death of
Paramara Bhoja. He also fought the Paramaras of Bhinmal. Bhima also came into conflict with the
Chahamanas of Nadula although, he was related to them. This fight extended to the reign of
Bhima’s son Karna. Bhima also played a crucial role in the downfall of Paramara Bhoja of Malava
with help of the Kalachuri king Lakshmi Karna. Later, he had to contend with him as well. Bhima is
also remembered for the progress of architecture during his reign. The Dilwara temples in Mount
Abu were built, the Sahashralinga lake and dug the ‘Rani ki vao’ at Patan belong to his period.

Bhima I and Udayamati’s son Karna came to the throne in c. 1066-7 CE. He is said to have
defeated the Kalachuri king Yashah Karna. Karna appears to have occupied Lata and driven the
Kalachuris away from there. He also defeated Asa — a Bhil, chieftain. Karna married
Mayanalladevi, daughter of Kadamba Jayakeshi. He is said to be a Shaiva who respected the Jainas
also. The most famous king of the dynasty was Jayasimha who assumed the biruda of Siddharaja (c.
1091-1143 CE). He conquered Saurashtra from king Khangara. He also brought the old enemies —
the Chahumanas of Nadol under his control. Epigraphic evidence points out that he defeated the
Chahamanas, i.e. the Arnoraja the Shakambhari king. However, he removed the long hostility with
them later, and married a Shakambhari princess. Later Arnoraja helped Siddharaja against
Paramara, Naravarman of Malava. Jayasimha appointed his own senapati at Dadhipadra.
Inscriptional evidence points out that Yashovarman’s son Jayavarman assumed the little of
maharajadhiraja. A part of Malava was probably released later.

Siddharaja had probably also entered eastern Punjab. He came into contact with the Chandelas
of Mahaboka and the Kalachuris of Tripuri. He had amicable relations with the Gahadvalas. Thus
Siddharaja’s kingdom included the whole of Kathiawad, Godvad, Sambhar and Ujjain. Inscriptions
from Bhinmal, Taliwara, Bali and Sambhar lend credence to this fact. With epigraphs from
Kathiawad, Gala, Girnar, Kutch, Dohad, Malava, we get proof of his control over these territories. It
was under Siddharaja that men of letters like Hemachandra wrote the grammar Sidha-Hemachandra.
Siddharaja was a Shaiva who respected Jainas. His religious attitude was one of toleration.

His grand-nephew Kumarpala (c. 1144-1174 CE) succeeded him. He had to fight Arnoraja, the
Chahmana king, whom he probably defeated, as his biruda was nija-bhuja-ranangana-vinirjita-
Shakambhari-bhupala. He also came into conflict with the Chahamana king of Nadol, who became
a loyal feudatory. Chahamana Vighnaraja IV was also not cordial, but ultimately relations became
normal with him. The Paramaras of Abu were loyal feudatories to him, as were the Paramaras of
Kiradu. The Vadnagarprashasti shows that Ballala, king of Malava was also defeated by
Kumarapala. Mallikarjuna, the king of Konkan had to face fierce struggle against the Chaulukya
king. According to the Prachi stone inscription of Kumarapala, the Abhiras in Saurashtra were also
brought under control at this time. In this way Kumarapala maintained the unity of the Chaulukya
kingdom built by Siddharaja. His area included the south of the Vindhyas, as far as the Tapti upto
parts of Konkan. To the west lay Saurashtra and Kutch, to the east Bhilsa and the north included
areas like modern Chittor and Jaisalmer. Kumarapala is noted as a patron of Jainism who did not
neglect the faith of his ancestors, which was Shaivism.

Kumarapala’s reign was followed by that of Ajaypala. He has probably the former’s son. In
Bhima II’s copper-plates he is known as Karadikrita Shapadalaksha-kshamapala. This implies that
he probably defeated the Chahamana king of Ajmer. Although the Guhilot king, Samantasinha
defeated Ajaypala, the Chaulukya kingdom, did not lose any territory. He was a zealous, Shaiva
ruler. Under him the kingdom was strong and powerful.
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His son Mularaja Il ascended the throne and ruled for three years. It was at this time that a
Muslim invader, who appears to be Mu’izz-Ud-Din, attacked Gujarat in ¢. 1178 CE, and was
defeated. He also led a successful expedition to Malva.

Bhima Il came to the throne in c. 1178 CE, and had to face trouble at home and abroad. The
Hoysalas attacked the Chaulukya kingdom at this time. The Yadava king Bhillana also marched
against Bhima. A struggle with the Chahamanas was followed by peaceful relations with them.
Bhima also faced a Muslim invasion led by Qutb-ud-din. After the latter’s departure, the Turks
conquered parts of Cambay, Somanatha and even attacked Anahilapataka. However, by c. 1201 CE
Bhima had regained his capital. The Paramaras of Malava attacked Lata and occupied it. The
Chahamanas soon acquired control over this area. By the 13th century CE the Chaulukyas are said
to have regained control over the province of Lata. Marwad rebelled twice during this time. The
Ahada grant of Bhima shows that by 1207 CE he had acquired control over this region also. A
second Muslim invasion probably led by Illtutmish followed. This appears to be minor in nature.
Kutch was attacked at this time, Lavanaprasada and his son Viradhavala played an important role
during the reign of Bhima Il. The latter was succeeded by Tribhuvanapala, whose reign was short.
After him the Vaghelas who called themselves Chaulukyas came to rule over Gujarat. The
Chaulukya kingdom appears to have been subdivided into vishayas or pathakas. Rivers were largely
considered important demarcations which divided the area into territorial units. Gujarat is mainly
drained by the Sabarmati, Mahi, Narmada, Tapti and their tributaries (K.R. Dikshit, Geography of
Gujarat, 12). Apart from the above impressions, very little information can be gleaned from our
inscriptions regarding the historical geography of our period.

The coast of Gujarat is surrounded by marshy area and drained by muddy channels. The rivers
here are short and run parallel to one another. The west coast along Saurashtra is badly drained. The
coast of the Gulf of Cambay is also marshy. It has arisen out of water, and is full of tidal flats. As a
result, this saline area is not suitable for cultivation. The non-availability of water may have been a
major problem even during the early medieval period. A large number of grants were therefore
made for building steps to temple wells, digging wells and repairing them all over Gujarat during
our period. In fact at Somanatha itself, the Somanatha prashasti of Bhava Brihaspati, records his
welfare activities (Vienna Oriental Journal, 11l, 9 (VQOJ)). In line 26, it is mentioned that he had
made a vapi of the Sarasvati. He had also caused a flight of steps to be constructed to the river. ‘In
the new town, on the way to Somanatha, he made two vaipis.

The plateau of Saurashtra is made up of a large sheet of lava which had once covered western
India. Many rivers flow from the central part in all directions. In Kutch there is a narrow coastal
plain, drained by a few rivers, and with a hilly central region which is not very rugged. The lower
areas of the hills have a sloping area. The soil here is sandy and gravelly and the tribals grow millet
here even today.

The highest point in the state is represented by Mount Girnar near Junagadh — being above 300
metres. It is here that a large number of Jaina inscriptions have been found. The other area which is
rugged is in the Aravalli ranges. Here a large number of inscriptions have been found on Mount
Abu. The higher areas lack vegetation and are drained by the rivers Banas in the west, and
Sabarmati in the east.

The rivers in Gujarat rise in the hilly parts and meet the sea at the Gulf of Cambay. Most of
them are dry in summer, but overflow and flood their banks in rainy seasons. Few like the
Saraswati, Banas and Rupen converge into the little Rann. They run through semi-arid areas and are
dry for most of the year. This is true even of the Banas, the longest of these rivers, which also has
very little water.

The most important are the Sabarmati and Mahi which originate in the Aravalli ranges. They
drain the modern districts of Sabarkantha, Mahesana, Ahmedabad, Panchmahals and Kaira. The
map shows that a large number of inscriptions have been found along this route. The banks are
extremely fertile with a large catchment area. It is therefore not very difficult to assume that land
grants for religious proposes should be made along these areas. Since the donations were made for
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spiritual merit of donors, it is likely that the best land was given to satisfy the brahmanas and temple
deities. The inscriptions along the Sabarmati would include those found at Jalor, Abu, Palanpur,
Patan, Kadi and Radhanpur being the more notable areas.

The Mahi is longer than the Sabarmati and traverses for over 180 km before entering the sea.
However, the channels of both Sabarmati and Mahi are not deep but sufficiently wide. This is
because of low rainfall, permeable sandy and gravelly soil, and a steep slope near the origin, but
almost flat near the mouth. Here too we will find many inscriptions that will interest us. The more
notable ones being at Banswara, Lunawada, Dahod and Cambay.

The most important rivers of Gujarat are the Narmada and the Tapi. They have extensive
catchment areas. The Narmada flows into the Gulf of Cambay near Broach. We have not found
many Chaulukya inscriptions on their banks. The only notable exception is Dabhoi near Baroda
which may be included as part of the plain drained by the Narmada where a significant epigraph has
been found. The Tapti too has a long course in Gujarat. It enjoys higher rainfall and its valleys are
very fertile. Yet we have not found too many inscriptions of the Chaulukyas along its banks. This
may have been because the Chaulukyas had a greater hold over northern Gujarat. In our opinion,
fertility of land was probably not the only criteria for considering them suitable for endowments.
Easy accessibility was also probably an important factor.

Though the number of rivers in Gujarat are not meagre, there is considerable dryness in the
area. The northern parts are semi-arid and receive about 300-400 mm of rainfall. The southern parts
near Konkan receive as high as 2,000 mm rainfall. This dwindles from Surat northwards. Saurashtra
hardly experiences 700 mm of rainfall. Kutch gets hardly 400 mm of rainfall. The hilly areas of
Girnar, Abu and Panchmahal experience higher rainfall, averaging 800 mm.

With the state depending so heavily on rain, which does not appear to be sufficient, it is not
surprising to find wells as part of endowments. A large number of inscriptions refer to wells. The
Bali stone inscription of Ashvaka records among other donations ‘one drama each, to the machine
wells (Epigraphic India, XI, 316) (EI).” The Sunak grant records the endowment of a piece of land,
the proceeds from which a vapi at Sunak was to be maintained. The Ladol plates of Jayasimha
records that half of the grant was to maintain a step-well (Journal of Oriental Institute, Baroda,
1900, 360). The second Bombay Asiatic copper plate grant also mentions endowment for an
irrigation well and watering trough (Indian Antiquary ITIA), XVIIL, 111). Shridhara’s Devapattana
prasasti states that Udayabhatta’s son Bhabha looked after the digging of square and round wells

and tanks among other works of charity (EIl, Il, 437). We have also seen that the Somanatha
prashasti of Bhava Brihaspati records his construction of vapis (Vienna Oriental Journal (VOJ), IlI,
1-19).

Besides these Jutta Jain Neubauer has pointed out other inscriptions as the ones at Vayad
belonging to Kumarapala’s time (Jutta Jain Neubauer, Step Wells of Gujarat, New Delhi, 1981, 21).
She also refers to a step-well at Vadhvan where once an inscription is supposed to have existed.
Jutta-Jain Neubauer associates step-wells in Gujarat with the worship of mother-goddess and as a
Shakti tirtha. At the same time he points out that there is no doubt that their main function was to
supply water (Ibid, 7). The climate of Gujarat is such that there is plenty of water during the rainy
season which dries up and even becomes stale if it stagnates in the pond. Wells from the
underground supply comparatively fresh water, and are not exposed to the sun and heat. The
historian rightly points out that water from step-wells was not only used for household needs, but
also for animals and irrigation. That is why even Jaina tirthas have step-wells, says Jain — Neubauer.
Therefore, it would not be far-fetched to presume that religious need to construct vapis arose
primarily as a result of the dryness of the land. Religion thus helped sanctify a basic geographic
need. Step wells are mentioned in inscriptions right from the pre-Chaulukyan period. True, all land
grants do not necessarily refer to them. However, archaeological evidence, legends and the
existence of step-wells even today cannot be ignored. We can safely conclude that rainfall during
the Chaulukyan times and distribution of villages was not vastly different from today. Our view,
through premature, does not appear to be different (Sankalia, Historical Cultural, 45). However, we
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would also like to consider recent findings on the ecological disturbance all over the country, to
which Gujarat is no exception.

Our inscriptions and their geographical distribution show that north Gujarat was
fertile. Other areas were chosen because of their religious significance. Further south of Gujarat our

inscriptions seem to be scanty because they appear to be far from the main political and religious
centres.
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Abstract:

and the impact of NPAs on the financial health of cooperatives in different aspects is discussed.

Structure of cooperative Banks
There are two main segments of Indian cooperative banks, those are agricultural and non-
agricultural credit. There are two separate structures in the case of agricultural credit, one for short-
and medium-term credit and the other for long-term credit. The Cooperative credit structure for
short and medium terms have three tiers, with primary agricultural credit societies at the base levels,
the Central cooperative bank at the district level, and the State cooperative bank at the apex level.
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Over and above these institutions, grain banks and retail businesses are actively functioning as
primary societies in certain States. Though the organization of Central and State Co-operative banks
was mainly for the benefit of the agricultural credit sector they serve non-agricultural societies too.

The Reserve Bank has issued directives from 31-03-1993 and presented a new concept of “Income
Recognition™. This is done on the recommendations of Shri M. Narsimham Committee.

According to this classification, it is stated as to classify their credit facilities into two parts:

(1) Performing Assets.

(2) Non — Performing Assets.

The Banks are required to classify their advances (Assets) into four broad categories:

(1) Standard Assets

(2) Substandard Assets

(3) Doubtful Assets, and

(4) Loss Assets

A standard asset is one (i) which does not disclose any problems and (ii) which does not carry more
than normal risk attached to the business. Such an asset is a Performing Asset and not NPA.
Substandard, doubtful, and loss Assets are individually and collectively known as Non —
Performing Assets (NPA)

Literature Review

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Abstract:

Various uprisings and groups emerged for independence in British India. The British, who took
control of the Indian subcontinent over time, suppressed the groups that emerged for independence.
Groups that could not operate to eliminate this oppressive administration within the country began
to emerge outside India. These groups were founded by both Hindus and Muslims. Sometimes, as in
the Khilafah Movement, structures that unite Muslims and Hindus brought these two communities
together. 1914 during the First World War, 12 university students from India fled to Afghanistan to
fight against the British. Only when they got there did they realize that Afghanistan was a powerless
country stuck between the British and the Russians at that time. One of these students, Zafar
Hassan, met Ubaidullah Sindhi in Kabul. Born into a Sikh family, Ubaidullah Sindhi later
converted to Islam. He studied at the Dioband madrasah. Sindhi, who was also a politician, was
sent to Afghanistan by his master Mahmud al-Hassan Shekh al-Hind. Sindhi and Zafar Hassan
realized that they could not operate in Afghanistan. For this reason, they moved to Turkey, which
was newly established, through Russia. Continuing its activities in Turkey, the group founded the
Sarvarajya Party on 15 September 1924. The party program, which was prepared with a policy in
favor of equality, covered many issues such as the constitution, administration and education to be
put into practice in India. In this study, the establishment and aims of the aforementioned party.
Keywords: India, Turkiye, Independence, Sarvarajya Party.

Zafar Hassan and His Autobiography:

Zafar Hassan witnessed the times when India struggled for independence and sacrificed his life
for India's freedom. He narrated what happened in the Indian subcontinent during the First World
War in his work. Apart from that, he was one of the witnesses of the Indian Caliphate Movement®,
the Indian Hijra Movement? and the Silken Letter Conspiracy®. The fact that he is an observer of the
Indian Hijra Movement in Afghanistan and a friend of the person who spied on the British in the
Silken Letter Conspiracy incident brings him to an even more important point.

Reason for Escape from British India:

After the First War of Independence 1857, the British took a hard line against the Indians.
After expelling the Mughal ruler from India, they largely gained control of the Indian subcontinent.
In the face of this situation, Indian leaders tried to enlighten the people. The people who wanted the
British to leave India started to look for various ways. One of these ways was to contact the
Ottoman Empire and fight against the British. During the Ottoman-Greek War and the Balkan
Wars, financial aid was sent from India to the Ottoman Empire (Kidwai, 253: 1995). These aids
were supported not only by Muslims but also by Hindus (Ozcan, 84: 1998). In addition, Hilal-i
Ahmer (Red Crescent) and a medical team were sent to the Ottoman Empire during the Balkan War
(Keskin, 23: 1991).

A Reaction to British Rule:
In 1914, a group of students in Lahore left their country and went to Afghanistan to save
India from the British (Bayur, 505: 1987). After their departure to Afghanistan, Ubaidullah Sindhi,

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the Kabul head of the Indian National Congress and also the Minister of Interior the Provisional
Indian Government in Kabul, was sent to Afghanistan by his master Sheykh al-Hind Mahmood
Hasan Deobandi (Ahmad, 14: 1984; Aybek , 1990: 257). He had sent to Ubaidullah Sindhi to
persuade Afghan Emir Habibullah Khan to fight against the British. Habibullah Khan, who was
under the command of the British, refused this offer and even had Sindhi and Indian students
arrested.

Situations in Soviet Russia:

Some of the students who stayed in Afghanistan for about seven years got married here,
some joined the Mujahideen Jamaat, some became communists under the influence of the Russians,
and some died. Zafar Hassan from the student group, Khushi Mohammed, who later became "la
deen" under the influence of communism, Dr. Noor Mohammed who came via the Indian Hijra
Movement and a few people from India managed to go to Soviet Russia in 1922 with Ubaidullah
Sindhi. Everything necessary for going to Russia was carried out by the Russian consulate (Aybek,
1990: 214). Sindhi, a Deoband scholar, learned about communism in Russia (Birigik, 2012: 27;
Aybek, 1990: 212). In addition, with the recommendation of Narendra Nath Bhattacharya, the
leader of the Communist Party of India, Zafar Hassan was educated at the Communist University of
the Toilers of the East. Ubaidullah Sindhi also supported this education, learned the good sides of
communism and decided to apply this knowledge in the will be established India (Aybek, 1990:
212).

Zafar Hassan met Reisner, the chief secretary of the Russian consulate in Kabul, when he lived in
Afghanistan. Reisner was also here when he lived in Moscow. Zafar Hassan, who taught Urdu to
Reisner, told him about Sindhi. He persuaded Reisner to meet with Sindhi, an important figure for
India, and Chechiren, the Russian Foreign Minister (Aybek, 1990: 257). In this meeting, which took
place in June 1923, Sindhi said that they wanted to cooperate with the Russians in expelling the
British from India. He added that there are conditions for this. The agreement should have been
with the Soviet Russian government, not with the Russian Communist Party. Chechiren submitted
this request to the government and received a positive response. The government has stated that it
can provide either money or weapons donations. Sindhi also preferred financial aid. Sindhi said that
the money received will be repaid by the free India establishment. Chechiren agreed to give Sindhi
ten million rupees* (Aybek, 1990: 260-261). Sindhi stated that they should be on good terms with
Afghanistan for the safety of the roads that will provide communication between them. After that,
he added that he wanted to inform the Congress leaders of the situation and make the necessary
agreements. Afterwards, he stated that he wanted to go to Turkey and if he could not go there, he
would go to the Hejaz region and continue his activities from there (Aybek, 1990: 256-263).
Situations in the Republic of Turkey:

Sindhi, who reached the newly established Republic of Turkey after the collapse of the
Ottoman Empire, stayed in the Black Sea region for a while due to the British occupation of
Istanbul. On October 6, 1923, with the withdrawal of the occupation forces, Sindhi came to
Istanbul. Sindhi met with Ismet Inénii, who was the prime minister at that time he came to Turkey,
and Inénii was assisted in terms of accommodation (Aybek, 1990: 275).

Ubaidullah Sindhi stayed in a place called "Hindiler Tekkesi"® in Istanbul. Muslim, Hindu and Sikh
Indians were residing in this place where pilgrims stopped by and rested (Tanman, 1998: 67).

While Zafar Hassan was alone in Russia, Sindhi mentioned a party he was planning to form in the
letters he wrote to him. Sindhi conveyed the constitutional rules he was writing to Zafar Hassan.
Zafar Hassan, on the other hand, stated that there were some deficiencies in these rules and came to
Istanbul and conveyed that he wanted to help Sindhi in this matter. Zafar Hassan, who met with
Reisener, received the money and aid needed for the journey from the Russians. Zafar Hassan, who

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reached Istanbul, tried to build a party for the state they would establish in India with Ubaidullah
Sindhi. They worked for the India of the future with an understanding that everyone is equal.
Sarvarajya Party:

Sindhi named the established party "Sarvarajya”. This name, meaning "rule by all", appears
to have been influenced by communism. Sindhi and Zafar Hassan worked for a month at the
“Hindiler Tekkesi” in Istanbul to create the following constitution. Accordingly, the resulting items
are as follows:
1.Gaining full independence to India and establishing a federal government in India
2.Protection of Muslims and other minorities in India
3.The government should be established by the working class in India, that is, by farmers, workers
and those who work with brain power. Landlords (zamindar) and capitalists should be eliminated in
the country so that they can get rid of this danger before communism comes to India.

4- Establishment of the Asian Federation for the elimination of imperialism

The aim of Sindhi was for everyone to be active in government, regardless of colour, religion, social
position. Sindhi saw Sarvarajya as the second step of the Congress Party's independence movement
(Aybek, 1990: 296). According to what Zafar Hassan wrote in his work, Sindhi was recorded as the
president of the Congress and Zafar Hassan as the secretary on the last page of the document where
the decisions taken were written, and the date was September 24, 1924 (Aybek, 1990: 297).

Sindhi had set some rules for being a member of the party. The income of its members would not
exceed the income of a farmer. If it was more, this amount would be given to the party (Aybek,
1990: 297-298).

They were considering a federal structure for India, which includes many ethnic groups. The area
covering the north and northwest of India at that time, east and west of Punjab, would be divided
into autonomous regions such as Sind, Kashmir, Sarhad, Balochistan, Gujarat. The legislators
would be chosen from the public and carried out by a representative of each stratum (Aybek, 1990:
298). There would be a limit to the acquisition of property. The land in the country would belong to
the people. Zamindari and interest would be abolished. The management of the factories would be
managed by associations of workers. In terms of education, at least one would have to graduate
from primary or secondary school. Apart from this, foreign trade would be in the hands of the
government (Aybek, 1990: 299).

The Indian government would not provide centralized religious education. He would only deal with
foreign affairs, foreign trade and war matters. In addition, Russia would be able to join the federal
system created within the framework of international relations in order to prevent imperialism. If
Russia approached with the aim of owning India against British imperialism, this opportunity would
not be given to it. It was also possible to gather them in a certain region in order to protect the
minority Muslims and Islamic civilization (Aybek, 1990: 300).

These decisions, written in Urdu, were translated by the brother of former Russian consul Ahmed
Muhtar Bey and sent to the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The aim here was to understand the
purpose of Sindhi and to show the Turkish government that he was only fighting for the
independence of his own country (Aybek, 1990: 297).

It was time to send the prepared paper to India. There were two ways to do this. The first was to
send the proclamation to the Indian leaders with a trusted Indian or send it by mail. They decided to
send the message through Aziz Ahmad, the nephew of Sindhi. They took a hundred pounds from
the Russians for their travel expenses. But this money was stolen from the Hindiler Tekkesi. They
did not tell the police about this. They thought that the cops would not believe the simple lifestyle
of Sindhi. Moreover, they did not want to answer what they would spend the large amount of
money for (Aybek, 1990: 297). Eventually they decided to send the papers by mail. But almost all
of these letters fell into the hands of the English seaman censor's and were banned. “Siyasat” and
“Zamindar” newspapers were reported. In the newspaper "Zemindar" it was stated that the
"Congress Party is the other face of the Indian Independence Movement" and was banned by the
British government. In addition, expressions such as “the continuation of the Congress in Kabul"
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and "the draft of the Mahabarat Sarvarajya Party" were used. The news also stated the names of
Ubaidullah Sindhi and Zafar Hassan and that these activities were held in Istanbul (Aybek, 1990:
303-304).

Sindhi and Zafar Hassan, who could not send the Urdu paper, decided to send the English paper to
India. Since they had no money, they demanded fifty pounds from Zafar Hassan's older brother in
India. Since Zafar Hassan was known by the British, they managed to get this money from the
Osmanli (Ottoman) Bank, with one of the important writers of the period, Omer Riza Dogrul, as a
guarantor. They secretly sent these notices with the Indians who came to Turkey. However, they
never learned to whom these declarations reached or what happened to these declarations (Aybek,
1990: 297).

According to the news published in Indian newspapers in 1926, Indian scholars and politicians
would go to the Hejaz for Hajj. This is a unique situation for Ubaidullah Sindhi. It was an
opportunity. He went to the Hejaz during the Hajj season that year to present the message he had
prepared to them and decided to go. For this, for the third and last time, Russia through Aziz
Ahmad He received money from the consulate. At that time, pilgrims were going to Hejaz via
Alexandria. However, since he could not go to Egypt under British rule, he went to Italy and made a
suitable transfer from there. He set out to go to the Hejaz by ship. But a ship from lItaly to the Hejaz
couldn't find it. For this reason, he went to Eritrea, an Italian colony. wait there for 15 days had to.
When he reached the Hejaz, the period of pilgrimage was over and the Indians had returned to their
country. Thus, he could not deliver the declaration containing his aims (Aybek, 1990: 314). From
this process After that, Sindhi stayed in Hejaz for thirteen years and spent his time teaching (Birisik,
2012: 28).

End of Struggle for India:

Sindhi and Zafar Hassan faced financial and moral difficulties for their country, India, when
they lived in Afghanistan, Soviet Russia and Turkey. They have sacrificed their lives for the "free
India" that will be established in the future. Ubaidullah Sindhi was able to return to India and died
here (Birisik, 2012: 28). Zafar Hassan, on the other hand, remained in Turkey and died here.
