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3. The University

3.1 Introduction

Following the philosophy of Open and Distance
Learning (ODL), Uttarakhand Open University (UOU)
was established in the year 2005 (vide Act No. 23 of the
Uttarakhand Government) with an objective to take
education to the doorsteps of various sections of society.
UOU is progressing leaps and bounds due to its new,
innovative and useful educational programmes. All this
has been made possible through the use of latest
information and communication technology and contact
sessions with our learners. The main objective of the
University is to develop trained and skilled human
resource for sustainable development and progress.
However, to meet this goal the University has never
compromised with the quality of education it imparts.
Keeping in mind the fast-changing trends in vocational
and technical education, the University has developed
its programmes in such a manner that they open doors of
employment and self-employment to its learners.

The University mainly caters to the development of
women, tribals and those sections of society which have
been left out of main stream education. In a short-time,
span of eleven years, the University has evolved
considerably and has been successful in reaching out to
the unreached.

3.2 Objectives of the University

The University shall endeavor through education,
research, training and extension to play a positive role in
the development of the State, and based on the rich
heritage of the State to promote and advance the culture
of the people of Uttarakhand and its human resources
and towards this end, it shall:

(a) Strengthen and diversify the degree, diploma and
certificate courses related to the needs of
employment and necessary for building the
economy of the country on the basis of its natural
human resources;

(b) Provide access to higher education for large
segments of the population, and in particular, the
disadvantaged groups such as those living in
remote and rural areas including working people,
housewives and other adults who wish to upgrade
or acquire knowledge through studies in various
fields;

(c) Promote acquisition of knowledge in a rapidly
developing and changing society and to
continually offer opportunity for upgrading
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knowledge, training and skills in the context or
innovations, research and discovery in all fields of
human endeavours;

(d) Provide an innovative system of University level
of education, flexible and open, in regard to
method and pace of learning combination of
courses, eligibility for enrolment, age of entry,
conduct of examination and operation of
programmes with a view to promote learning and
encourage excellence in new fields of knowledge;

(e) Contribute to the improvement of the educational
system by providing a non-formal channel
complementary to the formal system and
encouraging transfer of credits and excellence of
teaching staff by making wide use of texts and
other software developed by the University;

(f) Provide education and training in the various arts,
crafts and skills of the country, raising their quality
and improving their availability to the people;

(g) Provide or arrange training of teachers required for
such activities or institutions;

(h) Provide suitable Post-graduate courses of study
and promote research;

(i) Promote the counselling and guidance to its
students; and

(j) Promote national integration and the integral
development of the human personality through its
policies and programmes.

3.3 The Schools of Studies

At present, the University is running various
programmes through 14 Schools of Studies and 48
Departments. These Schools are as follows:

6) Management Studies and Commerce

7) Education

8) Humanities

Besides the above-mentioned Schools of Studies,
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various research Centers like Centre for Himalayan
Studies, Centre for Gandhian Studies & Peace, Centre
for Remote Sensing and GIS Application and Centre
for Human Values and Ethics have been established
under different Schools in order to augment research
and focused studies.

3.4 Credit System of Programmes

In this system, 01 credit is equivalent to 30 hours of
self-study. This comprises all learning activities i.e.,
reading and comprehending the SLM, listening to
audio, watching video, attending counselling sessions,
teleconference and preparing assignments.

3.5 Programme Delivery

The educational programmes of the University operate
on a three-tier arrangement, i.e., University
Headquarter, Regional Centers (RC) and Learner
Support Centers (LSC). The Regional Centers located
in different parts of the state are administered by the
University Headquarters. Every Regional Centre act as
a coordinating agency between the University and
various Learner Support Centers. The Learner Support
Centers, in turn, discharge both academic and
administrative duties. All the counselling related
activities are carried out by the various Learner
SupportCenters.

3.5.1 Self Learning Materials (SLM)

The Self Learning Material available in Hindi or
English medium, what so ever shall be distributed to
the learner. However, learner may opt Hindi or English
as medium of examination.

3.5.2 Open Educational Resources (OER)

= OERs are
resources that reside in the public domain or have

teaching, learning, and research
been released under an intellectual property license
that permits their free use and re-purposing by
others. Open educational resources include full
courses, course materials, modules, textbooks,
streaming videos and any other tools, materials, or

techniques used to support access to knowledge."

access course materials and download the course
materials in his own devices such as smart phone,
laptop and desktop computer. In this OER portal

there are two sections one i1s SLM
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= The SLM developed by faculty members reside in
the SLM section. The learner can access the SLM
through user id and password which is provided by
the ICT department. In OER section anyone can
direct access the course materials without any user

id and password.

3.5.2.1 MOOC

The University is offering an option of MOOC in the
BCA and BBA programme, interestedlearners may
visit the University Website (www.uou.ac.in) for UGC
approved SWAYAM portal containing MOOC list. In
this regard University shall abide by the UGC approved
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3.5.4 Audio — Visual Aids

In order to make ODL interesting and effective, efforts
are being made to develop audio/ video materials and
some of the lectures are also available online. Now that
the University has access to the educational satellite
EDUSAT, it will start broadcasting lectures to our
learners and the learners will be able to view them
irrespective of their geographical location.

3.5.5 Workshops/Laboratory
Workshops/Project Work

In order to provide hands on / practical understanding
of the subject, workshops/ laboratory workshops are
organized in Science, Education, Social Work,
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Management, Yoga and Naturopathy Programmes.
Furthermore, in some programmes, project activity is a
compulsory part of the programme as it not only
provides field exposure but also enhances the
practical/field/research understanding of the learners.

3.6 Support Services
3.6.1 Directorate of Regional Services (RSD)

Directorate, Regional Services is located at University
Headquarters, Haldwani. Directorate regulates and
frames policies for Regional Centre and Learner
SupportCenters.

3.6.2. Regional Centers

Coordination between the different Learner Support
Centers and the University is ensured by Regional
Centers. These centers also help in disseminating
information about the programmes offered by the
University to the learners residing in far-flung areas of
Uttarakhand. At present, the University has eight (08)
Regional Centers, of which four (04) are located in the
Garhwal region, vis-a-vis, Dehradun, Roorkee, Pauri,
Uttarakashi and four (04) in the Kumaun region,vis-a-
vis, Ranikhet, Haldwani, Karnprayag, Pithoragarh. The
educational programmes of the University are offered
through Learner Support centers under these eight
regional centers.

3.6.3 Learner Support Centre (LSC)

The primary unit of the Open University Education
System is the Learner Support Centre. Each learner has
the freedom to opt for the Learner Support Centre of
his/ her choice. In addition to dealing with the
admission related matters of the University, the Learner
Support Centers also arrange counselling and
laboratory sessions for its learners. In this manner, each
learner remains connected with the University.

3.6.4 Model Learner Support Centers (LSC
Code Nos. 16000, 11000)

Two Model Learner SupportCenters, one at the
University Headquarters and another at the Dehradun
Campus, have been established for the benefit of the
learners.

3.6.5 Special Study Centers

e War widows shall get total fee relief in the
program fee, and non-earning women/ housewife
from poor families will receive a relaxation of
25% in the program fee if taken admission in the
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LSC identified only for females and Modal LSC
Dehradun/ Haldwani (with e-SLM).

e Women with 50% or more disability shall get total
relief in program fee (with e-SLM).

e Women of scheduled tribe shall get 15% relief in
program fee (or 25% relaxation in programme fees
with e-SLM) if taken admission in Govt. Degree
College, Munshiyari (LSC Code 18038), and
Sardar Mahipal Rajendra Degree College Sahiya
(LSC Code 11130), only.

e Male candidates with 50% or more disability shall
get relief of 50% in the program fee (with e-SLM).

e Except program fee there shall be no relief in
examination fee, etc.

e The Jail inmates in special study centers at Jails
shall get total fee relief in program fee,
examination fee, etc.

e A complete fee relaxation in programme and
examination fees to the third gender applicants, if
enrolled in the Modal LSC Haldwani/ Dehradun.

3.6.6 UOU Learner Support Centers at Govt.
PG Colleges

The University is establishing Learner Support centers
in Government PG Colleges as per UGC regulations.

3.7 Grading System of Evaluation

Every enrolled learner who will appear in term end
examination will be evaluated as under:

There shall be no Assignment work in the foundation
courses, Certificate Programmes and Diploma
Programmes except for few. Other than these the
performance of every learner will be evaluated on the
basis of marks scored separately in assignments and the
term-end papers. Assignment work will carry 30 marks
(subcategorized as Level 1, Level 2, and Lavel 3
depending upon total credits of the course) and the
term end paper 70 marks. For detailed structure of
marks, kindly refer to the page of the respective
programme. It is compulsory to attain at least 35%
marks separately, both in the assignments as well as in
the term-end papers. Assignments will be submitted by
the learners ~ through  the online  portal
(https://assignment.uou.ac.in/login/index.php). The
details of assignments will be notified on the website of
the University, from time to time.

4.1.2 Online Admission

shall attach their scanned original documents with the
application form and submit a signed certificate in
the given format.

testimonials shall be uploaded by the learners.

® Compulsion of submission of hard copies of online
admission form is revoked.

4.1.3 Students opting for online Course material

The learner will be provided online course material (The
SLM will be downloaded from the University Website
portal https://oneview.uou.ac.in/), for which there will be a
fees relaxation of 15% in the programme fee for the
selected semester/year.The hard-copy of the SLM will be
provided, to the learners willing for print SLM, upon
filling-in a separate online form from the link
https://online.uou.ac.in/StudentCorner.aspx and payment
of required fees.

4.1.4 Enrollment

After seeking admission in the University, each online
applicant will be issued an enrollment number
automatically. The enrollment number acts as a unique
identification number. The enrollment number is issued
only once and will be mentioned on the marksheets,
transcript, certificates and degrees of the learners. Offline
applicants shall be given enrollment through their Learner
Support centers.

A. As per the fee reimbursement scheme of State Govt.
and Central Govt., the application of the learners from
reserved category will be forwarded to the Concerned
Department.

B. Criteria for refund of Fees:

i)  Fee will be refunded for the leaners who are eligible
for seeking admission in the respective programme
of study. And, if admission is cancelled by the
University on the ground of wrong/ fake/ ineligible
certificates/ eligibility then the fee will not be
refunded.

If the learner requests for cancellation after the
study material have been delivered then 50% of the
grand total of fee shall be refunded considering that
the learner must returns the SLM.

For the P.G. programme of study for which the
minimum eligibility criteria is a graduate degree in
the respective discipline, for such applicants, if any
discrepancy (graduate degree not in the respective
discipline) is recorded then an amount of 75% of the
total fees will be refunded to the applicant,
considering that the SLM is not delivered to
him/her. Otherwise, he/she will be eligible for a
return of 50% of the total fees, considering that the
applicant must return the SLM to the University.

In a situation like completion of a programme by a
learner who is not interested in doing other
programme in the future, then if any extra amount is
due on the University, that shall be refunded on the
application of such learner.

Such amount shall be refundable on the application
of the learner within a year after the completion of
the programme only.

4.2 Examination & Evaluation System

+¢* Student can opt Hindi or English as a medium of
examination, depending upon the guidelines issued
for the respective subject by the concerned
Department.

4.2.1 Eligibility for Participation in Examination

Examination implies to all those entrance and other
examinations which are conducted by the University
either annually or in semester mode. These may be
written and oral for various programmes opted by the
learners. Eligibility for attending examination and
obligations:

» Each learner who is registered and has taken
admission as per rule, i.e., who has been enrolled/
registered and has deposited the programme fee,
examination fee, and also submitted the
assignments will be eligible for appearing in the
examination.

» Learners /examinees shall have to choose their
exam city (mandatorily) at the time of admission.
Examination form(s) will not be filled separately,
however, the examination form for
back/improvement exams will be filled separately
by the learners.

» Every learner will have to take examination in all
those subjects which has been opted by him/ her. If
a learner does not appear in any paper, then s/he
shall be deemed as absent in that paper or the entire
examination (as the case may be). No marks shall
be allotted to the absentee learner.

» If a learner remains absent in all the subjects, then
he/she shall neither have to re-register in all the
subjects for that year nor shall have to pay the
entire admission related fee. However, the learner
will have to pay back-examination fee along with
the back examination form.
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» It is mandatory for the examinee to carry the admit
card to the examination hall, bearing his
photograph and signature. The examinee also needs
to carry his/her identity card (Voter ID, License,
PAN card etc.) with him/her.In case, if a learner is
bearing a Hall Ticket with a photograph/ signature
of another person and completes his
Semester/Programme, then the University is
eligible to take necessary disciplinary action against
him, which may include Cancellation of entire
Programme.

4.2.2Examination

Each learner who is registered and has taken admission
as per rule, i.e., who has been enrolled/ registered and
has deposited the programme fee, examination fee,
they will have to appear and clear the upcoming
assignments and end term examinations as per the
course requirements, as prescribed by the Department.

4.2.2.1Assignments

The Maximum Marks allocated for the Assignments
are 30. The learners have to attempt all the assignments
of the respective course.

4.2.2.2 Pattern of End Term Examination

The duration of the Term End Examination will by two
hours. Each question paper will contain two sections,
vis-a-vis, Section A (05 Long Answer Type questions)
and Section B (08 Short Answer Type questions). Out
of 5 questions from Section A, 02 questions have to be
attempted, and out of 8 questions from Section B, 04
questions have to be attempted by the learners.

4.2.3 Allocation of Marks in Various Exams

The allocation of marks of term-end examinations and
assignments will be in a proportion of 70% and 30%,
however, the allocation of marks for Practical, Project,
Viva-Voce, Field Work, etc., will be communicated by
the respective department.

Note: If a particular question paper is being used
simultaneously in certificate, diploma and degree
examinations and there is a difference in maximum
marks in these programmes for the same question
paper, initially, all such question paper(s) shall be
prepared according to the 80 or 40 maximum marks
format. Thereafter, depending upon the session of
admission, the 80 or 40 maximum marks format will be
converted proportionately according to the programme
of learner’s registration year and shall be declared as
the learner’s result in the mark sheet.

For example- If a question paper is of 80 marks (max.
marks) but in the certificate program/course the student
has opted for, the same paper is of 100 marks (max.
marks), then the conversion shall be applied to declare
the result on a scale of 100.

4.2.4 Criteria for Passing Examination

If an examinee fails to secure 35% marks in any
paper, s’he shall be declared fail in that paper and
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s/he will have to reappear in that paper in the
upcoming examination cycle.

However, a learner who has not been able to pass
all the papers or some of the papers may take
admission for the next academic year and attempt
both the examinations (main and back paper)
simultaneously in the next academic calendar.

4.2.5 Change in Examination Centre

Learners/examinees shall be provided a time
frame/duration to change/correct their respective
exam city, two months prior to the commencement
of exams, via change examination centre link
provided at University Website www.uou.ac.in After
this period point no. 2 shall be applied.

Any change in exam centre other than the above
window will be charged Rs.500/ only. This shall be
applied to back examinee too. The change in the
examination centre will be subjected to special
conditions (transfer of Job, Marriage of a girl,
Armed Forces) and upon approval of the Hon’ble
competent authoritiesof the University.

4.2.6 Payment, Adjustment of Examination Fee

Admission or examination fee is not acceptable in
cash. It is mandatory to pay all types of fees either
through Bank Challan or as per other modes of
payment specified by the University.

In the favour of students those have already
submitted exam fee along with admission form for
annual/ semester exams (main examination only)
willing to skip/opt-out of the current year/session
exams, shall be provided a link at www.uou.ac.in to
retain their exam fees till the immediate next term
exam(within six months). The examinee will inform
university about skip/opt-out of the current
year/session exams, via provided link, two months
in advance.

4.2.7 Improvement Examination

Pass learners (UG&PG) can opt for improvement
examination, along with the improvement
examination fees (Fee at the rate of Rs. 250/- per
question paper for Undergraduate, Diploma and
Certificate courses and Rs. 300/- per question paper
for Postgraduate and PG Diploma courses) and
form, in the immediate next term exam (within six
month).
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Only those students who have been declared pass in
all papers or have a status of Pass With Grace
(PWG) in annual/ semester examination of the
same session are eligible for Improvement
Examination.

Candidates those have passed exam with back
paper are not eligible for Improvement
Examination.

The Improvement Examination will be conducted

in theory papers only. The candidate will have to
appear in Improvement Examination conducted
immediately (within six month) after annual/
semester exams.

The candidates of wunder graduation, Post-
graduation, Diploma, Certificate and P.G. Diploma
can apply for Improvement Examination as per
above rule.

NOTE: If the marks obtained in improvement/back
exam are less than the previous attempt, best of the
two (attempts) will be considered as final result.

4.2.8 Facility of Back Paper

If a learner fails in a programme of study selected
by him / her, he/she may attempt the examination
for the same paper again by paying a Back Paper
Fees (Fee at the rate of Rs. 250/- per question paper
for Undergraduate, Diploma and Certificate courses
and Rs. 300/- per question paper for Postgraduate
and PG Diploma courses)along with a Back Paper
Form.

A learner may avail this facility in all those
subjects/ papers in which s/he has not been able to
Clear/Pass the exam. This facility is available only
up to the maximum time duration earmarked for the
programme.

The back paper and improvement examination will
only be conducted along with the
examination.

4.2.9 Scrutiny (Through Online Process only)

Scrutiny implies to the addition of the left-out
marks in the answer script or evaluation of any
question which is left unchecked.

Learners may apply only by online for scrutiny of
all papers by paying scrutiny fees, Rs. 200/- for
each paper, within one month after the date of
declaration of last result by the University. Learners
may apply through the following link:
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e If after scrutiny, the score of the candidate
increases the same will be reflected in the
improvement marksheet. However, if marks are
reduced then the previous marks will be retained.

The University takes all possible care in making
examination date sheet that the question papers taken
by learner do not clash with one another.

If a learner wishes to get photocopy of the answer sheet
related to him/her, s/he may get it by paying a fee of
Rs. 300 per paper.

University will provide Transcripts only to the final
semester/year pass-out learners.

4.2.21Documents Verification of the Applicants

e A fee of Rs. 200/- per student has been notified by
the University for document verification of
candidates, passing from the university and
submitting their documents for verification for
various jobs.

e The prescribed fee has to be deposited by the bank
challan of the University and the receipt has to be
submitted in the examination section office along
with the educational records of the candidate.

e The verification report will be made available to the
concerned office/institute only after the prescribed
fee is received.

4.2.22Refund of Transaction Failure Fees

e [f the candidates deposit the fee for the examination
due to some mistake or due to network problem, the
fee is deposited twice or more online, such
candidates will have to apply online on the
prescribed format (attached) along with the
necessary forms for refund of the excess fee
deposited and send it to the university.

e After checking the applications received, the refund
of the excess fee will be transferred to the bank
account of the candidate only. The fee refund
process will be started only after the end of the
respective examination session.

4.2.231Issuing Degree/ Certificate on Urgent
Basis

e After completion of the course of the candidate, as
per rules, on applying by them, there is a provision
to send the degree/certificate/diploma (upon conduct
of Convocation for the respective Academic Year)
through post to the given address within 90 days.

e [f any student comes to the university before the said
stipulated time and demands the
degree/certificate/diploma immediately, then he will
have to deposit an additional fee of Rs. 1000/- in the
university.

e [f he comes to the university after the stipulated time
period and demands the degree/certificate/diploma,
then no additional fee will be charged from him.
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
